	Once a property has been selected for rehabilitation City of Tulsa staff will undertake a site inspection and complete a Site Specific Field Contamination Checklist (Attached). If the site is clear the project will be in compliance with 24 CFR 50.3(i) & 58.5(i)(2). If any evidence of contamination is present the property will be deemed ineligible for funding.

	Once a property has been selected for rehabilitation City of Tulsa staff will create a flood map of the property and surrounding area using the FEMA Flood Map Service Center (https://msc.fema.gov/portal). Properties not located within a 100 year floodplain will be in compliance with Executive Order 11988, particularly section 2(a); 24 CFR Part 55. Properties located within a 100 year floodplain will not be eligible for grant funding.

	Once a property has been selected for demolition City of Tulsa will complete a Site Specific Environmental Review. City of Tulsa staff will  prepare documentation to be submitted to the Oklahoma Historical Society - State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) for concurrence that the activity will have "No Adverse Effect on Historic Properties". If SHPO find that no historic properties will be affected the project will be in compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, particularly sections 106 & 110; 36 CFR Part 800. If SHPO determines that historic properties will be affected by the proposed activities, the property will be deemed ineligible for demolition using CDBG funds.
