	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The purpose of the project is to address repair needs of an emergency nature.  The City has recognized a direct link between timely repairs and curtailing future structural damage to a property, which helps to maintain established neighborhoods.  The project will extend Citywide on a site-by-site, as needed basis.  It will provide plumbing, electrical, and roofing repairs for low and moderate income households.Approximately one quarter of the City's houses were built prior to 1940.  Low and moderate income residents who occupy older homes however, often do not have the financial stability to adequately maintain them.  Housing rehabilitation provides safe and sanitary housing for these persons, conserves existing neighborhoods by helping residents stay in their homes, and maintains existing affordable housing stock.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	Because Housing Rehabilitation Assistance activities maintain the health, welfare, and safety of citizens in existing floodplain areas, it has been determined that this activity within a floodplain is unavoidable. However, the Environmental Review will ensure that all property owners prior to receiving rehabilitation assistance must purchase flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program.

	Coastal Zone Management

	
	
	The Housing Rehabilitation Assistance completes projects for which the majority of the repairs are interior or non-land disturbing exterior activities such as roof replacement and (above ground) electrical services upgrades.  Some projects will include, but not be limited to, land-disturbance activities such as water/sewer installation or repair, underground utility installation or repair, related pavement repair. Regardless, the Housing Rehabilitation Assistance program has been evaluated based on the nine (9) enforceable policies of the Virginia Coastal Resources Management Program (VCP). The Virginia Department of Environmental Quality will be consulted for a consistency determination pursuant to 15 CFR Section 930.39. A consistency certification received from the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality dated November 19, 2015 found the program activity to have no adverse effect on Virginia CZM activities.

	Housing Rehabilitation Assistance activities may be located in a 100 year floodplain. In such instances, floodplain impacts must be addressed. The eight (8) step review process required by Executive Order 11988 will be performed if the project is located in a floodplain area. Executive Order 11988 directs Federally funded agencies to take certain steps: (a) to avoid to the extent possible the long and short term adverse impacts associated with the occupancy and modifications of the floodplains and (b) to avoid direct development within or modification of floodplains, wherever there is a practical alternative. Because Housing Rehabilitation Assistance activities maintain the health, welfare, and safety of citizens in existing floodplain areas, it has been determined that this activity within a floodplain is unavoidable. However, the Environmental Review staff should adhere to the following guidelines. 1. The extent of rehabilitation should not constitute a significant improvement that will affect the floodplain. 2. All property owners prior to receiving rehabilitation assistance must purchase flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended, mandates that agencies with jurisdiction over Federally assisted activity afford the National Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (ACHP) and the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) a reasonable opportunity for comment on a project's impact on historic properties. Staff will make a determination as to whether a project will impact a historic property. If a project has no potential to cause effect, this finding will be noted in the second stage environmental review documentation for the project and the work itself will proceed. Projects with no exterior work, for example, would likely be considered to have no effect on a historic property. If staff determines that a project will have the potential to impact a historic property, however, the appropriate review will need to occur. Pursuant to HUD guidance on compliance with the Section 106 review process (36 CFR 800), if a project is located in Fredericksburg's National Register Historic District or within any locally designated historic overlay zone, or meets any of the criteria for National Register eligibility the City of Fredericksburg will submit to the SHPO, and the ACHP, as directed, for their review, photographs of the existing structure and a description of the proposed improvements. The appropriate agency or agencies must approve the proposed improvements as consistent wit the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation before the City can proceed.

	Wetlands Protection

	
	
	Executive Order 11990 requires all Federal executive agencies to refrain from supporting construction in wetlands wherever there is a practical alternative. Section 10 of the Executive Order 11990 authorizes the applicant to assume responsibilities applicable to projects covered by Section 104(h) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, if the applicant has also assumed all of the responsibilities for environmental review. The Executive Order directs localities to take certain steps: (a) to avoid to the extent possible the long and short term impacts associated with the destruction of modification of wetlands, and (b) to avoid direct or indirect support of new construction in wetlands wherever there is a practical alternative. If the City determines that there is a practical alternative to the use of wetlands for a Housing Rehabilitation Assistance project, the agency must act to reduce the adverse impact on the wetlands. In this case the eight (8) step review process required by Executive Order 11990 will be performed.
