	Any assistance to buildings except leasing w/out rehab, acquisition or improvements; loans under $5,000 repaid within 1 year, and maintenance projects will be reviewed to determine in protected flood zone.  Properties located in flood zones and not exempt will be required to obtain flood insurance for the life of the building or term of loan based on whether project is a grant or a loan.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	Project area reviewed and according EPA NAAQS only the 8 hour ozone non-attainment area exists within the Town boundaries.  Activities involving acquisition of undeveloped land, change of land use, demolition, major rehab or new construction located within those areas require notice to EPA and determination of conformity with the State Implementation Plan.

	Project area reviewed and donÃ¿Â¢Ã¿Â¿Ã¿Â¿t anticipate undertaking projects in protected zones.  Project locations proposed in czm areas involving acquisition of undeveloped land, change of land use, major rehab or new construction require consultation with CZM agency and documented evidence that project is consistent with State czm plan.

	When acquisition, conversion from non-residential, leasing, new construction, and rehab project locations are known EPA and other databases including TRI, RCRA, superfund, etc. will be reviewed to determine if site is near or contains hazardous materials.  Some projects may require Phase I and/or Phase II site assessment.

	Fish and Wildlife Service will be consulted on project sites involving acquisition of undeveloped land, conversion of land use, major rehab or new construction to determine if listed species or habitat are present in the action area or may be affected by the project.

	Project locations for residential projects that involve conversion of land use from non-residential to residential use, new construction, rehab with increased density, vacant building made habitable, or any project for industrial, commercial, or recreational use where people may congregate will be reviewed to determine proximity to stationary hazardous facilities storing chemicals of flammable or explosive nature. Acceptable Separation Distance (ASD) will be calculated when necessary and appropriate mitigation measures or site rejection as required.  Some projects may require additional review by HUD.

	Consultation with Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) to determine the impact of projects located in areas that include farmland or land of local importance including forest, pastureland, or cropland, involving acquisition of undeveloped land, conversion of undeveloped land, new construction, or site clearance.

	FEMA FIRM maps will be used to determine if project sites are in flood hazard area or critical action located in 500 floodplain and involve acquisition, disposition or financing greater than 4 units, leasing, new construction, or substantial rehab where rehab cost is greater than 50% pre-rehab value or greater than 20% density increase.  Approval of projects require compliance with 5520, the eight step process, projects with a practical alternative location are not eligible.

	Property locations will be reviewed to see listed on or eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places or local historic districts.  The State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) will be consulted on projects involving acquisition, demolition, disposition, ground disturbance, or new construction and listed on the National Register.  Approval from local historical commissions required for projects in local historic districts.

	Project area reviewed and according to the Noise Contour map from the Barnstable Municipal Airport there is a small area very close to the airport that may cause concern.  Project sites located within 5 miles (even though noise map shows unacceptable noise levels much closer)  of the airport are reviewed against noise maps and projects within 65-75 DNL normally unacceptable and require mitigation or attenuation and anything over 75 DNL requires rejection.

	All of Cape Cod is on a Sole Source Aquifer but most project funded involve acquisition, finance, lease, or rehab of existing buildings and are unlikely to have an adverse affect on the groundwater resources.  Projects involving acquisition of undeveloped land, change of land use, or new construction will be reviewed by EPA office of Ground Water to determine if activity is consistent with agreement or if requires a MOU with compliance to be followed.
