	Airport Hazards

	
	
	All projects will be reviewed for their proximity to the Barnstable Municipal Airport and the Otis Military Airport, with respect to the Clear Zone and Noise contours. The Town may fund rehabilitation if cost of the rehab is less than 75% of the value of the home and the activity does not increase site capacity as a residential unit. The Town may fund an acquisition activity if the activity does not increase the site capacity as a residential unit.

	All projects will be reviewed to see if they are within a Coastal Barrier Resource as mapped by US Fish and Wildlife.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	All project or activity locations shall be reviewed to determine if located in a zone of special flood hazard. It is highly unlikely that the Town would fund an acquisition in a zone of special flood hazard, however, it may assist with a rehabilitation if the cost is less than 75% of the value of the home, the activity does not increase the capacity of the unit, and is properly insured with respect to any possible flood hazard.

	All projects will be reviewed to see if they are in compliance with the Coastal Zone Management Plan set forth by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, which is in compliance with the Federal Coastal Zone Management Act.

	All property proposed for use in HUD programs be free of hazardous materials, contamination, toxic chemicals and gases, and radioactive substances, where a hazard could affect the health and safety of occupants or conflict with the intended utilization of the property. Environmental review of multifamily and non-residential properties shall include evaluation of previous uses of the site and other evidence of contamination on or near the site, to assure that occupants of proposed sites are not adversely affected by the hazards. Particular attention should be given to any proposed site on or in the general proximity of such areas as dumps, landfills, industrial sites, or other locations that contain, or may have contained, hazardous wastes. The responsible entity shall use current techniques by qualified professionals to undertake investigations determined necessary

	All projects proposed shall be reviewed with respect to their impact on species that are listed as endangered by the Federal government. This will be especially important at sites that are a mapped as a area of critical concern or with projects that will increase the density, or building footprint.

	Explosive and Flammable Hazards

	
	
	All projects proposed shall be reviewed with respect to their proximity to explosive and flammable hazards. Every effort shall be made to avoid an increase in dwelling capacity of any dwelling unit that faces a hazard from above ground storage tanks.

	All projects proposed shall be reviewed with respect their affect on farmlands. Any impact shall be in compliance with FPPA.

	Floodplain Management

	
	
	All project or activity locations shall be reviewed to determine if located in a zone of special flood hazard. It is highly unlikely that the Town would fund an acquisition in a zone of special flood hazard, however, it may assist with a rehabilitation if the cost is less than 75% of the value of the home, the activity does not increase the activity of the unit, and is properly insured with respect to any possible flood hazard. It is unlikely that the Town will fund an capacity that would alter a floodplain to create affordable housing or increase dwelling capacity.

	All projects sites shall be reviewed with respect to their historic value. Every effort shall be made to preserve identified or listed historic resources. This would include local review of an identified resource by Old Kings Highway Committee (if north of Route 6) , the Yarmouth Historical Commission, the Cape Cod Commission, the state's Historical Commission and local Native American tribes, such as the Wampanoag Tribe. In addition, activities impacting historic resources shall be conducted in compliance with the Historic Preservation National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, particularly sections 106 and 110; 36 CFR Part 800. Projects with No Potential to Cause Effects may be prioritized.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	All projects sites and activities shall be reviewed with respect noise, so that CDBG funded activities do not add significantly to the area's long term noise pollution. Short term noise associated with construction shall be allowed as long as they comply with the Town's noise codes. The proximity of an activity site to major road, highways, rail roads, airports and other sources of noise pollution shall be considered, and noise abatement will be required as necessary at dwelling site where CDBG funding creates increased capacity. Where dwelling capacities will increase due to CDBG funding, the Town may prioritize sites with located in areas outside of significant noise contours, or noise controls will be introduced.

	Sole Source Aquifers

	
	
	The Town of Yarmouth draws its drinking water from the Cape Cod Aquifer, a Sole Source Aquifer. CDBG funded activities shall be permitted and performed in compliance with local, state and federal code protecting groundwater, such as Massachusetts Title 5 regulating septic systems. .

	Wetlands Protection

	
	
	All projects proposed shall be reviewed with respect to their impact on wetlands. Every effort shall be made to avoid increasing dwelling capacity in a wetland protection zone.

	Environmental Justice

	
	
	All projects will be reviewed and maintain compliance with Executive Order 12898. No activity will be undertaken which produces an environmental impact that disproportionately affects low income or minority neighborhood in a negative manner. Affordable housing is seen as a benefit to the community and efforts are made to create and preserve affordable housing Town-wide.
