Should a property present any potential flooding issues, the City will either follow HUD's established protocol for proceeding with the project or cancel the project.  Any project completed within a hazard area will be required to provide documentation of adequate flood insurance.

	A visual inspection of each site and surrounding area will be conducted.  Will utilize Enviromapper and NEPA Assist to ensure compliance of all businesses within 1500 ft. of the property address.  ECHO reports will be reviewed for all active sites in the area.  Staff will also utilize the Illinois State Geological Survey to determine if the property is within the affected zone for the underground mine located in West Bloomington.  Anyone within the zone will be required to show proof of mine subsidence insurance.

	A visual inspection of each site will be conducted.  If above-ground tanks are visible, staff will utilize HUD's Acceptable Separation Distance Guidebook to determine whether the project should continue.

	Staff will utilize www.fema.gov to create a FIRMETTE to determine if the property address is within a flood hazard area. Should a property present any potential flooding issues, the City will either follow HUD's established protocol for proceeding with the project or cancel the project. 	Staff will utilize the US Fish and Wildlife Service's National Wetlands Inventory Map to determine whether each individual property address is located within a local wetland. The scope of all rehabilitation work is moderate in nature and should not present an adverse affect on wetlands at any time.

	An Environmental Justice review will be conducted for each Tier 2 activity.  Staff will conduct a visual inspection of the area surrounding the property in addition to utilizing NEPA Assist to look at a variety of factors including but not limited to: EPA facility compliance, places of worship, schools and businesses; minority population distribution and per capita income for the area.  1500 ft. will be the average buffer zone.
