The apartments were constructed in the 1980s and opened in 1982. The facility consists of 350 apartment units in 21 buildings along Riverside Drive. Only 120 units are converting to RAD (this is a partial conversion). The apartment buildings are one and two story wood frame structures on concrete slabs with exterior brick walls and shingled roofs. The apartment offices, community center and maintenance shop are located in a single building located at 55 Riverside Drive. The exterior grounds include paved parking lots, two playgrounds, streets and mowed lawns surrounding each apartment building. The western border of the site is wooded and contains a small stream. Historical land uses resources were available from 1905 to 2014. The site has been used as an apartment complex since 1982. The records indicate that the site was used as a fertilizer manufacturing and storage facility from 1924 into the 1970s. The activities apparently included the handling of hazardous substances and petroleum products. The adjoining property to the east historically supported a number of industrial uses including fertilizer manufacturing and glue manufacturing. The areas to the NW and W of the site have historically been used for industrial uses including furniture, cabinet and wood flooring manufacturing and a boiler and machinery company. The Phase 1 did not identify any use or handling of hazardous materials or petroleum products at the site other than the common building and grounds maintenance materials in small containers. The site reconnaissance did not identify any evidence of existing petroleum underground or aboveground storage tanks at the site.

Only 120 units are converting to RAD (this is a partial conversion). No rehab is planned as part of the RAD conversion- only critical repairs are being addressed prior to closing.    UPDATE 10/13/2020: Riverside Terrace is located in Floyd County, IN. The site is an irregular shaped parcel containing approximately 17 acres and an apartment complex known as Riverside Terrace. The apartments were constructed in the 1980s and opened in 1982. The facility consists of 350 apartment units in 21 buildings along Riverside Drive. Only 120 units are converting to RAD (this is a partial conversion). The project was built in 1982. There have been no major capital improvements, but major interior components such as appliances and flooring have been replaced as needed. Per the CNA, the property has been well maintained during recent years and is in good overall condition. The project will receive approximately $55k per unit of rehab. The scope of work includes: roof trusses are being removed and the slopes changed, the buildings will get bump-outs to give a more upscale appearance, the floor plans are being changed to an open floor plan, and the laundry areas are being relocated to the second floor, near the bedrooms. The scope of work will include kitchen and bathroom, faucet replacement, shower head replacement, and parking lot sealing and striping. Repairs will be completed within the 12-month time frame after conversion. Duke Energy recently installed low flow aerators in the kitchens, digital thermometers on a light switch, and weather stripping on the exterior doors. Sources include non-FHA first mortgage, Seller Note, PH Capital Funds, DDF, and 4% lihtcs.
