	Owner-occupied single family homeowners aged 62 and over are eligible to receive home improvements through Genesee County's Home Improvement Program (HIP) administered by the Genesee County Metropolitan Planning Commission. The program provides emergency home repair assistance and deferred payment loans. The funds are not eligible for homes located within the non-participating Cities of Clio, Flint and Davison and the Village of Lennon. The HOME funded HIP will assist approximately 25 low- to moderate-income homeowners 62 and over with eligible improvements to their homes and approximately 25 lead based paint assessments.

If the proposed property is less than 50 years old, the project will proceed.
