	Each project will be analyzed to determine if the site is located within 1000 feet of a major roadway, 3,000 feet of a railroad, or 15 miles of a military or FAA-regulated civil airfield. If within one of these ranges, a noise calculation will be performed utilizing HUD's Noise Calculator to verify ambient noise level is less than 65 LDN (CNEL). If 65 or more LDN (CNEL), noise mitigation will be mandated to bring inside noise levels down to an acceptable level and assistance/approval will be required from the HUD Regional Environmental Officer.
