	The City of Holland Home repair program provides funds for low income homeowners to make needed repairs. We estimate 60 individual households will benefit from the Home Repair Program. Typical Home Repair projects include new furnaces, roofs, electrical repairs and plumbing repairs. The program will be operated city-wide. Homeowners will pay a portion of the work on a sliding scale basis depending on their income with a minimum contribution of 10% of the project. Maximum grant amount is for projects is $4,000 per household. However, that maximum increases to $5,000 if there is lead paint involved.
