	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Westminster provides federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for an Emergency and Essential Home Repair Program, which is intended to assist owner-occupied, income-eligible households in making repairs deemed essential to preserving the health, safety, and welfare of the home's occupants. Through the program up to $5,000 in eligible home repairs can be made free of charge to income-qualified households located within Westminster city limits (within both the Adams County and Jefferson County portions of the city). The city's program is administered by the Jefferson County Housing Authority. Eligible repairs may include, but are not limited to: plumbing, carpentry, electrical, furnace and hot water heater repair or replacement, accessibility improvements, etc.

City staff will consult with the SHPO on any activity with a potential adverse effect on historic properties pursuant to 36 CFR 800.14 of the regulations implementing Section 106.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	According to 24 CFR Part 51, Subpart B, HUD encourages noise attenuation features in alterations in support of modernization and rehabilitation. If the project entails only minor rehabilitation that does not affect building components that could be acoustically improved then no further noise analysis is necessary. Project sites that appear to exceed the acceptable noise levels will be required to consider noise attenuation measures. For a project where all activities are located in noise exposed areas, noise attenuation features will be encouraged to the extent practicable and financially feasible and may be conducted through alterations such as insulation, double pane windows, weather stripping on doors, removal of mail slots, and/or the replacement of solid wood doors with insulated steel doors (as allowed under the Programmatic Agreement with the State Historic Preservation Officer).
