	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	CDBG funds are proposed to be used for public facility improvements of low/mod area neighborhood parks, streets and sidewalks.Coytemore Lea Park Accessibility Improvements scope:Removal of existing gravel walkway from Mountain Avenue to the playground.  One tree will be required to be removed. Grade and install a 10’ wide ADA-compliant sloped asphalt walkway from the sidewalk down to the main park, and pave the remainder of the walkway to the existing pavement at the basketball court (approximately 250’ total length). Work would include demolition, earthwork, and minimal loam and seed to repair the construction site. Installation of a driveway curb cut and replace some public sidewalk at the top of the new walkway for maintenance vehicles. Installation of two park benches along the new walkway, four trees, and a park entrance sign at the toe of the Waitt’s Mount driveway.	Forestdale Park Accessibility Improvements:The work would include installation of accessible paved walkways to each dugout location and installation of dugout shelters.Access will be provided by accessible sloped concrete walkways (5% maximum slope) to the dugouts with concrete pavement below the new dugout shelters.  Dugout shelters are 7’-0” wide by 28’-0” long with 21’-0” players’ benches (new players’ benches match length of existing players’ benches).  Fellsmere Park Improvements: Work will include the installation of approximately 350' of granite curb along bank of pond (Savin St side) The curb will be backfilled with stone, the joints will be mortared. Curb will be re-routed around (2) wood foot bridges. The curb 'berm' will mitigate shoreline erosion. Reconstruction of curbs, sidewalks, and repaving of streets: The following streets (in low/mod areas) will undergo full depth reconstruction of streets and sidewalks:-Mills Street-Sterns Street-Fairview Ave.
