	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Owner-occupied and Rental Housing Rehabilitation: Based on available CDBG and HOME funding, this program provides low-to-moderate income (<80% median income) homeowners or non-profit owners of rental properties with a forgivable loan for the purpose of General/Full Rehabilitation to bring their home up to the City of Arlington standards for code compliance, lead-based paint and weatherization. Homeowners may qualify for up to $24,500.00 of rehabilitation funds. For the Program Year 2016, it is estimated that a total of 23 households will be assisted with owner-occupied housing rehabilitation for a total amount not exceeding $580,022.00 ($457,522.00 in HOME funds and $122,500.00 in CDBG funds); Accessibility modifications for the Elderly and Disabled: Based on available CDBG funding, provides low-to-moderate income (<80% median income) tenants with up to $5,000 per three-year period for Architectural Barrier Removal (ABR) of features that impede mobility in their homes. For the Program Year 2016, it is estimated that 5 elderly and/or disabled households will be assisted with accessibility modifications for an amount not exceeding $25,000.00 (CDBG funds); Emergency Housing Rehabilitation: Based on available funding, provides low-to-moderate income (<80% median income) homeowners with up to $5,000.00 per three-year period to address emergency housing repairs that affect the immediate livability and safety of the home. It is estimated that 44 households will be funded during Program Year 2016 for a total amount not exceeding $221,146.00.

This can be done through the Tarrant County Appraisal District website. If the property is more than 45 years old or if it is located in a Historic District, the Rehabilitation staff will submit photographs of the existing structure and a description of the proposed improvements to the Texas Historical Commission (THC). The appropriate representative at the Texas Historic Preservation Department will evaluate the subject property for a determination of historical significance. THC will notify the Rehabilitation staff, in writing, that the property is either: (a) not eligible for listing in the National Register and the project may proceed, or (b) that the property is eligible for inclusion or listed in the National Register and further mitigation measures must be taken.

	Determination will be made on Site Specific Modified checklist. Activity may be located in areas with an average Day/Night Noise Level (DNL) exceeding 65 decibels, which is defined as an unacceptable noise level. HUD regulations relative to environmental criteria and standards for "Noise Abatement and Control" apply to these activities. For modernization and rehabilitation activities, 24 CFR 51.101(a)(5) encourages or strongly encourages noise attenuation features or conversion into a land use compatible with high noise level. Properties with a DNL that exceed the acceptable noise levels will be encouraged to consider noise attenuation measures. Construction activities will also conform to city building code, energy conservation measures, and acceptable building practices. For projects located in all noise exposed areas, the City of Arlington will encourage noise attenuation features in alterations.
