	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Unified Government of Wyandotte County, Kansas City, Kansas (UG) plans to use HUD CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) funds to initiate clearance and demolition projects of vacant and dilapidated structures, which meet the HUD definition of blighted structures. The demolition program also uses Unified Government General Funds. The majority of demolished sites will be single-family structures in urban, residential areas but nonresidential/commercial structures are also eligible and will be selected on a limited basis. Up to 65 buildings will be demolished in a one-year period. The project boundary is Kansas City, KS. Properties must fit the definition of blight and will be referred by Code Enforcement on a case by case basis or selected from the UG's land trust which contains abandoned and foreclosed properties. In order for a property to be considered eligible, the properties' owner cannot be located or has been located but has no economic means to repair or demolish the structure. The property must also meet the criteria of repair costs exceeding 100% of the appraised value, plus 25% of the replacement cost of new construction. Demolition will not result in a change of land use. Following demolition of structures the UG will place the cost associated with the demolition as a special lien against the property. If the property is tax delinquent and not sold at a tax sale the property can be placed into the land trust. The property will be eligible for purchase and future redevelopment by individuals, developers and/or local government. Potential redevelopment is not reasonably foreseeable for the UG at this time. HUD Definition of Blighted Structure: A structure is blighted when it exhibits objectively determinable signs of deterioration sufficient to constitute a threat to human health, safety and public welfare. This review will use tiering, and tier-II reviews will completed as sites are identified.
