	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Program/project name and description: The Housing Authority of the City of Fayetteville, NC intends to use Capital Fund Program (CFP) funds to repair and perform minor rehabilitation in approximately 124 single-family homes scatter in Fayetteville, and Hope Mills, North Carolina, Cumberland County. For the purpose of the Tiered Review Strategy, the rehabilitation activities will be limited to minor improvement actions that cost less than 50% of the cost of the structure prior to completion of the rehabilitation (as defined at 24 CFR s. 55.2[b][8]). Rehabilitation actions that do not meet the above criteria for minor improvement will require completion of individual environmental reviews. Expected Funding Expenditure: 20 to 30% of the 2016 CFP Funds - $ 1,441,733.00 From (month/year): October 2016 To (month/year): October 2021 Definition of Area of Consideration: The areas of consideration were determined from zip code boundaries. There are six (6) different zip code areas, the ones inside Fayetteville City limits are as followed: 28301, 28303, 28304, 28314, 28306, and one in Hope Mills City 28348. The main area of consideration will be represented based on zip code areas which are very difficult to described other than Mapping them. Illustrations are shown below for more information inside this report but a short description of the quadrangle is as followed: Starting at point number 1 in Longstreet Rd. and Lamont Rd intersection which is the north point of the quadrangle, followed by a straight line to point number 2 in Preachers Rd and Morganton's Rd Intersection; followed by a straight line going south to point number 3 at the beginning of the Upchurches Pond all the way to the east to the end of the pond until Hope Mills City area point number 4 located in Algood Avenue; followed for a straight South East line to point number 5 in Sandhill Rd. and Fennell Rd. Intersection; followed by a straight line going South West to point number 6 in Shaw Mill Rd. and Chicken Foot Rd. Intersection; going straight South East to point number 7 in Deerfield Farm located in Highway 87; followed by a straight line going North East to point number 8 in Church at Cedar Creek in 4010 Cedar Creek Rd.; followed by a straight line going North West to point number 9 in Grantsboro Rd and Fields Rd Intersection; and finalizing the last point number 10 in Florida Dr. Extension which will connect back with the Longstreet Rd. and Lamont Rd intersection.
