	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Unified Government plans to use HUD funds to perform major rehabilitation of scattered site single-family homes through community housing development agency partners and participating Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDOs). Up to 6 homes will be rehabilitated with 2016-2017 program funds over a 3-year period. These activities will take place in urban, residential areas in Kansas City, KS. Work will be done to ENERGY STAR requirements. Acquisition is sometimes a project activity. The funding will be HUD HOME funds. HOME funds can alternatively be used on home construction activities and it is unknown at this time if housing partners will perform construction or rehab; therefore, this review scopes for the maximum amount of funding and units that could be used for this activity (See separate environmental review record for single-family construction). This review will use tiering, and tier-II (site-specific) reviews will completed as sites are identified.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	Flood Insurance will be addressed in Tier-II reviews. A FIRM map showing the project location will be generated for each property to determine if it is located within the 100-year floodplain or Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA).

	Air Quality

	
	
	According to the UG Department of Air Quality, the proposed activities are not expected to have an impact in air quality and no permits would be required. Wyandotte County is not located in an EPA-designated non-attainment area or maintenance area for any of the NAAQS criteria pollutants. Refer to attached NAAQS Air Quality - 2016 and letter from Bruce Andersen, Department of Air Quality. If suspect friable asbestos-containing materials (ACM) will be disturbed during project activities, the contractor is required to take appropriate measures to protect against any exposure to asbestos fibers. Mitigation may include OSHA and EPA best practices to keep materials non-friable, or licensed asbestos contractors for repair or removal.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances will be addressed in site-specific reviews (See Contamination Procedures). Documentation will include a field checklist with photos, database maps, site maps, compliance/non-compliance reports and topographic maps, if applicable. If paint will be disturbed above "de minimis" levels, conduct lead-based paint risk assessment or lead hazard screen on surfaces to be disturbed and abate all positive LBP surfaces (See Lead-Based Paint Rehab Flowchart). Radon gas levels should be tested in compliance with KDHE (Kansas Department of Health and Environment). If radon levels are 4 pCi/L or above, mitigation will be handled by certified contractors.

	Endangered species will be addressed in site-specific reviews, and will include consultation with United States Fish and Wildlife Service. The USFWS Species List associated with this program is attached.

	Explosive and Flammable Hazards

	
	
	Explosive and Flammable Hazards will be addressed during Tier-II reviews. The reviews will include 1) Evidence that within one mile of the project site there are no current or planned stationary aboveground storage containers of more than 100-gallon capacity containing common liquid industrial fuels or of any capacity containing hazardous liquids or gases that are not common liquid industrial fuels. 2) If hazards are within 1 mile, a determination along with all supporting documentation that the separation distance of such containers from the project is acceptable; or documentation of sufficient mitigation.

	Floodplain Management will be addressed in Tier-II reviews as specific sites are identified. A FIRM map showing the project location will be generated for each property to determine if it is located within the 100-year floodplain or Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA). Properties located within a Special Flood Hazard Area require review of the 8 Step Decision Making Process required by 24 CFR 55.20.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	Historic preservation will be addressed in site-specific reviews in accordance with the Kansas Programmatic Agreement. For properties older than 50 years or located within historic districts, the Section 106 process will include SHPO consultation. The Kansas Programmatic Agreement is attached.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	Noise will be addressed in site-specific reviews. This will include 1) Screening for major roadways (within 1,000 feet), railroads (within 3,000 feet), and military or FAA-regulated airfields (with 15 miles) in the vicinity of the project. 2) If within those distances, documentation will show the noise level is Acceptable (at or below 65 DNL). If the noise level is Normally Unacceptable, the project will include noise attenuation requirements that will bring the interior noise level to 45 DNL and/or exterior noise level to 65 DNL.
