	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Neighborhood Preservation Program is an existing City of Meriden homeowner rehabilitation program. Eligible properties are owner-occupied by low-income households and contain between one and four units. Low-interest loans are provided for urgent repairs that are identified through housing code inspections, or are referred to the Neighborhood Preservation Office through other means. Repairs typically involve roof replacements, furnace/boiler repairs, and other issues related to making the home habitable and/or up to code. Some projects are funded through a revolving loan fund managed by the City, while others through periodic CDBG awards. The City does not fund projects requiring acquisition through this program - owners must have title to the property and maintain it as their primary residence. Eligible properties must be located withing the Neighborhood Preservation Area, roughly bounded by Broad Street/Murray Street to the East, Prospect Avenue to the South, Corrigan Avenue to the West, and Golden Street to the North. Geographic exceptions are made in the case of emergencies.
