	There are no civil or military airports as classified by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) in McHenry County. Of the three airports located with the geographic area of McHenry County, the Lake in the Hills Airport has been designated as a reliever airport by the FAA. Dacy Airport and Galt Airport were designated as unclassified. With this being stated, when the location of the housing units are known, the distance between the housing units and nearest airport will be calculated. Measures will be taken if the housing units are found to be within the regulated distance of this section.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	McHenry County is enrolled in the National Flood Insurance Program. If project is located within a floodplain, the 8 Step Process will occur and mitigation requirements will be placed as needed.

	Air Quality

	
	
	McHenry County is in an Ozone 8-hour Nonattainment zone for both the 1997 and 2008 standards. In addition, the entire county is a PM2.5 Annual Nonattainment area under the 1997 standard. Upon determining the locations of the housing units, the air quality will be addressed and mitigations will be put in place as needed.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	When the locations of the housing units are known, potential contamination and toxic substances that may pose as a hazard for each housing unit and occupants will be investigated using the United States Environmental Protection Agency's Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Information System (CERCLIS) website and the Superfund site search website. If a nearby potential contaminated or toxic site will create a negative environment to live in the housing unit, communication with the agency completing the project will begin to address the steps necessary to ensure occupants' safety.

	Endangered Species

	
	
	This project will use funds to acquire and complete necessary rehabilitation activities on existing housing units. These units most likely will be condominiums or apartment units. With this stated, any potentially negative affect that may be placed upon an endangered species will be addressed when the housing unit's locations is determined. The United States Fish and Wildlife Service's Information for Planning and Conservation (IPaC) website will be used to determine if any species may be negatively impacted.

	Explosive and Flammable Hazards

	
	
	Potential explosive and flammable hazards will be reviewed and mitigation measures will be in place as needed when the housing unit's locations are determined.

	Floodplain Management

	
	
	When the locations of the housing units have been determined, a review of the Federal Emergency Management Agency's Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) will be conducted. If a housing unit is found to be located in a flood plain, the 8 Step Process will occur and mitigation measures will be put in place as necessary.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	The age of the structure the housing unit will reside in will be determined when the locations of the housing units are known. If the age is at or over 50 years old, the State Historic Preservation Office will be notify and a request for review of the property will be sent. Upon receiving a letter from the State Historic Preservation Office, mitigation measures will be put in place as deemed necessary.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	Upon determining the locations of the housing units, the noise level of the site will be calculated by using the HUD DNL Calculator. Mitigation measures will be installed dependent upon the decibel level the DNL Calculator produces.

	10
	
	Wetlands Protection

	
	
	The United States Fish and Wildlife Service's National Wetlands Inventory website will be used to determine if the housing units are located on a wetland. Because the housing unit will already exist, if the unit is found to be within a wetland mitigation measures will be implemented to stop any further destruction or change to the wetland.

	Environmental Justice

	
	
	Once the locations of the housing units are known, a review of the United States Environmental Protection Agency's NEPAssist Program will be used to determine if there are potential issues within 1 mile of the housing unit. If a site is found to be not incompliance for the last 12 quarters, a review of the site will be conducted to determine any negative affects it may pose to the housing unit. In addition, all other sections reviewed during this environmental review process will be considered when determining if the housing units' locations are found to violate any environmental justice regulations.
