Staff will also utilize the Illinois State Geological Survey to determine if the property is located within the affected zone for the underground mine located in West Bloomington. Anyone within the zone will be required to show proof of mine subsidence insurance.

	An Environmental Justice review will be conducted for each Tier 2 activity. Staff will conduct a visual inspection of the area surrounding each property in addition to utilizing NEPA Assist to look at a variety of factors including but not limited to: EPA facility compliance, places of worship, schools and businesses, minority population distribution and per capita income for the area. 1500 ft will be the buffer zone.
