	Tier 1 Review: This project consists of 1) the demolition of deteriorated/dilapidated houses and/or garages, with the owner's consent, in the low/mod area and/or for a slum/blight spot removal and 2) the demolition of structures which code enforcement has deemed it necessary for the demolition of deteriorated/dilapidated structures in low/mod areas and/or for a slum/blight spot removal. Sites not yet identified; Tier 2 reviews will be conducted for each individual site selected. City-owned lots that are considered buildable will be deeded to local non-profit organizations for the purpose of new construction of affordable housing.

	Staff will conduct a visual inspection to ensure that the property is an acceptable distance from the Central Illinois Regional Airport (CIRA). The distance from the CIRA to the property address will be confirmed utilizing either NEPA Assist or MapQuest.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	Staff will utilize www.fema.gov to create a FIRMETTE to determine if the property address is within a flood hazard area. Should a property present any potential flooding issues, the City will either follow HUD's established protocol for proceeding with the project or cancel the project. Any activity that will result in housing that is conducted within a hazard area will be required to provide documentation of flood insurance.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	A visual inspection of each site and surrounding area will be conducted. Staff will utilize EnviroMapper and NEPA Assist to ensure compliance of all EPA facilities within 1500 ft. of the site. ECHO reports will be reviewed for all active sites in the area. Staff will also utilize the Illinois State Geological Survey to determine if the property is within the affected zone for the underground mine located in West Bloomington. Any new housing activities resulting from the initial demolition will be required to show proof of mine subsidence insurance.

	A visual inspection of each individual site will be conducted. If above-ground tanks are visible, staff will utilize HUD's Acceptable Separation Guidebook to determine whether the project should proceed.

	Staff will utilize www.fema.gov to create a FIRMETTE to determine if the property address is within a flood hazard area. Should a property present any potential flooding issues, the City will either follow HUD's established protocol for proceeding with the project or cancel the project.

	Bloomington has a Programmatic Agreement with the Illinois State Historical Society allowing the City Planner to review each property for historical significance. The current agreement will expire on September 30, 2017. The City has contacted the SHPO regarding an updated agreement that will take effect on October 1, 2017.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	Each individual site will be evaluated for potential hazards. Staff will use HUD's Daily Noise Level Calculator (DNL) to determine whether or not mitigation procedures are required for any future housing activities at the site. Information related to daily traffic counts from the Illinois Department of Transportation and railroad noise from the Federal Railroad Administration-Office of Safety Analysis will be utilized to complete the DNL. Noise during the actual demolitions is short-term and limited to normal work hours. Neighbors are notified prior to demolition activities.

	Staff will utilize the US Fish and Wildlife Service's National Wetlands Inventory Map to determine whether each individual activity is located within a local wetland.

	Environmental Justice

	
	
	An Environmental Justice review will be conducted for each Tier 2 activity. Staff will conduct a visual inspection of the area surrounding the property in addition to utilizing NEPA Assist to look at a variety of factors, including but not limited to: EPA facility compliance: places of worship: school and businesses; and population distribution by both race and income. 1500 ft. will be the average buffer zone.
