	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This document will be used as a guide for a broad-level Tier 1 environmental review. Tier 1 reviews allow for the categorical exclusion of several compliance factors that do not apply within a service area, in this case, Beaverton city limits. This Tier 1 Environmental Review will cover the City of Beaverton's housing rehabilitation program. Because this program does not include any new construction, and is limited to existing homes and regulated affordable housing units, many of the compliance factors relating to ground disturbance will be categorically excluded. The City of Beaverton's housing rehabilitation program operates through subrecipients who carry out the activities. All activities are eligible for Determination of Categorical Exclusion (subject to Section 58.5) and consist of: (1) Acquisition, repair, improvement, reconstruction, or rehabilitation of public facilities and improvements (other than buildings) when the facilities and improvements are already in place and will be retained in the same use without change in size or capacity for more than 20 percent; (2) Special projects directed toward the removal of material and architectural barriers that restrict the mobility of and accessibility to the elderly and handicapped persons; (3) Rehabilitation of buildings and improvements under the following conditions: (i) In the case of a building for residential use (with one to four units), the density is not increased beyond four units, the land use is not changed, and the footprint of the building is not increased in a floodplain or in a wetland; (ii) In the case of multifamily residential buildings: (A) Unit density is not changed more than 20%; (B) The project does not involve changes in land use from residential to non-residential; and (C) The estimated cost of rehabilitation is less than 75% of the total estimated cost of replacement after rehabilitation. In addition to the categories that are excluded because of the nature of the housing rehabilitation work, several will be excluded because they are not applicable to the service area, which is the Beaverton City Limits. Maps will be used as supporting documentation in these cases.

The City of Beaverton's housing rehabilitation program consists of minor to moderate rehabilitation projects on single family homes and tenant-occupied units in regulated affordable housing complexes. Therefore, Clean Air Act conformity requirements do not apply, pursuant to Title 40 CFR s.6.204 "Categorical exclusions and extraordinary circumstances": s.6.204 Categorical exclusions and extraordinary circumstances. (a) A proposed action may be categorically excluded if the action fits within a category of action that is eligible for exclusion and the proposed action does not involve any extraordinary circumstances. (1) Certain actions eligible for categorical exclusion require the Responsible Official to document a determination that a categorical exclusion applies. These special purpose rehabilitation projects are limited to the removal of architectural barriers for accessibility adaptation, emergency repairs for health and safety, and weatherization - none of which fall under the category of substantial rehabilitation projects. As per the Noise Abatement and Control Form, found on HUD Exchange, this project therefore is not subject to the noise standards. For extra caution, a Noise Contours map was provided to us by the nearest airport, Hillsboro Airport, which further ensures that our rehabilitation program does not exceed an acceptable noise level. To determine compliance with the Flood Disaster Protection Act and National Flood Insurance Reform Act, our Subrecipients begin by using FEMA's National Flood Hazard Layer (Official) Map. Using the National Flood Hazard Layer map, they report the Community Name and Number, Map Panel Number, and the search date to determine if the Activity is located in an area identified as having special flood hazards (SFHA). If the unit is not located in an SFHA, it is determined safe to proceed. If it is located within an SFHA, the project is not approved and no federal funds are used.

If the checklist indicates that there is no evidence of contaminants or other toxic substances on site, then the project is approved. If there is evidence of toxic substances on site, then the project is not approved and federal funds are not used.

	For each housing rehabilitation project, the subrecipient carrying out the activity submits a Determination of Categorical Exclusion (subject to Section 58.5) form that describes the type of project and goes through each category. While most are excluded under the Tier 1 Review conducted by the City of Beaverton in 2012, the Subrecipient conducts a thorough Environmental Review for to determine compliance for those that are not covered by the Tier 1 Review and provides documentation to support their decision. Documentation is then reviewed by the Responsible Entity, in this case, the City of Beaverton's CDBG staff. To determine compliance with Explosive and Flammable Hazards per 24 CFR 51 Subpart C, our Subrecipients conduct a thorough assessment of the site receiving housing rehabilitation services. Subrecipients use the Site-Specific Field Contamination Checklist (HUD-R7-5-4-12) form to conduct this assessment, and then submit the completed checklist and supporting documentation (typically photos) to the Responsible Entity, the City of Beaverton, for review by CDBG Staff. If the checklist indicates that there is no evidence of explosive and flammable hazards, such as above-ground tanks, on site, then the project is approved. If there is evidence of explosive or flammable hazards on site, then the project is not approved and federal funds are not used.

	For each housing rehabilitation project, the subrecipient carrying out the activity submits a Determination of Categorical Exclusion (subject to Section 58.5) form that describes the type of project and goes through each category. While most are excluded under the Tier 1 Review conducted by the City of Beaverton in 2012, the Subrecipient conducts a thorough Environmental Review for to determine compliance for those that are not covered by the Tier 1 Review and provides documentation to support their decision. Documentation is then reviewed by the Responsible Entity, in this case, the City of Beaverton's CDBG staff. To determine compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, the Subrecipients carrying out the housing rehabilitation project assess the historic value of the property using the following method. If the house is less than 50 years old, the project is considered exempt from the National Historic Preservation Act and is approved. If the home is greater than 50 years old, the Subrecipient consults with the Oregon State Historic Preservation Office to determine if the property is on the National Register of Historic Places, and to ensure that no historic properties will be affected by the undertaking. The official SHPO determination letter is provided as documentation of this exemption, kept on file, and the project is approved. If the project is on the National Register of Historic Places, or in Beaverton's Historic District, the project is not approved and no federal funds are used.
