	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Habitat for Humanity will make minor repair projects including: repairing front steps and hand rails, repairing fences and screen doors, repairing leaking faucets and toilets, replacing toilets and shower heads with low flow equipment, house painting, installing smoke/carbon dioxide detectors, brush and weed removal, installing wheel chair ramps, installing deadbolts and lever hardware, repairing/replacing broken doors and windows to homes owned by low or moderate income seniors. Habitat for Humanity anticipates that most repairs will average $2,000 and that they will be able work on at least 20 homes with their PY17 award. If funds are awarded in future years Habitat for Humanity will be able to repair more homes at a similar ratio.

Projects located in any flood zone other than X must provide the County proof of flood insurance and the County has notified Habitat for Humanity Monterey Bay that it may proceed with the project.

	The County will consult https://www.epa.gov/nepa/nepassist and environmental databases maintained by the California Department of Water Resources and Toxic Substances Control to determine if there are any contamination or toxic substance sites that require additional analysis on a case by case basis. This evaluation will be completed before the County notifies Habitat for Humanity Monterey Bay that it may proceed with the project. The County will use the HUD Region IX Appendix A (2013 version) to document the findings of its review.

	This undertaking involves only those activities permitted without further consultation under a currently valid programmatic agreement or Letter of Understanding among the responsible entity and the State Historic Preservation Officer dated July 11, 2017. The County will use the HUD Region IX Appendix A (2013 version) to document the age of the structure proposed for rehabilitation. Based on the age of the structure and the scope of the proposed rehabilitation, the County may consult with SHPO to determine if additional evaluation or preservation actions are necessary. This evaluation will be completed before the County notifies Habitat for Humanity Monterey Bay that it may proceed with the project.
