	The proposed project is intended to assist owner occupied low-moderate income families that are eligible to rehabilitate or reconstruct their homes to comply with the minimum building codes and provide safe, decent and affordable housing. For homes that will be rehabilitated there will be no ground disturbance. For projects that fall under reconstruction, there may be some ground disturbance, but is usually minimal. There will be no acquisition as the residents of the existing homes are the owners. Depending on the income level of the applicant, the loan can either be a 100 percent deferred loan or a standard loan that requires full payback. Some project will qualify and a 50 percent loan and 50 percent grant.
