	Indianola Apartments is located in Indianola, IA. Indianola is a southern suburb of Des Moines with a population of approximately 15,218. The property is located in an area with primarily residential land uses. Indianola is primarily a bedroom community to the Des Moines MSA and is rural in nature. The subject tracts are generally flat in nature with a gentle slope to the east. They are located outside of any flood plains. The project is a legal, conforming use. The site has average accessibility and visibility. Highway 65 provides access to Des Moines in a 25-30 minute drive. East Iowa Avenue, one of the most heavily traveled roads in Indianola, can be accessed by North 9th Street, which provides access to the property. Regional access to and from the local market area is acceptable via car. No bus service to Des Moines is available. The property was constructed between 2009 and 2012 and consists of 136 duplex-style apartments and 1 single-family home across 69 different one-story buildings. The units are part of a condominium regime with the Mortgagor being the sole condo owner. The project contains 138,096 net rentable square feet and 170,976 gross square feet. Each unit features a one-car garage. There is no clubhouse at the property as leasing currently takes place off-site. There are generally no common area project amenities. No ground disturbance is anticipated for the project.
