Typical dwelling unit interior finishes include textured and painted gypsum board walls and ceilings, carpeted floors in the bedroom areas, carpet or vinyl plank flooring in the living rooms, and sheet or plank vinyl flooring in the kitchens and bathrooms. Stained wood cabinets with laminate countertops are standard throughout the subject property's 144 dwelling units. In addition to the current structures, the subject property is also improved with concrete roadways, private driveway, parking spaces, sidewalks, a retention basin, and associated landscaping. According to available historical sources, the subject property was formerly undeveloped and/or utilized agriculturally as early as 1900 until 2006; and developed with the existing structures between 2009 and 2011. Tenants on the subject property include Bay Pointe Luxury Apartments (2009-Present). 	Initial radon testing performed between April 27 and May 2, 2017 in accordance with HUD guidelines. Per Ohio law, 100% of the ground floor testing was performed. A total of 165 charcoal radon test kits were deployed, including 14 duplicates and eight field blanks. The initial results indicated levels of radon above the EPA action level of 4.0 picoCuries per Liter (pCi/L) in one residential unit at a level of 4.3 pCi/L (Unit 20). Follow-up test result indicated 2.2 pCi/L for an average Radon Result of 3.25 pCi/L which is found to be acceptable.One unit (Unit 1) was not accessible during the testing period. During canister retrieval, Partner noted that five canisters were moved and/or tampered with at some point during the testing period in Units 50, 55, 105, 117, 121. In addition, closed house conditions were not maintained in Units 4 and 45. Consequently, follow-up radon testing was recommended in the untested unit, the units in which tampering was evident or closed house conditions were not maintained, and within in Unit 20 to determine if mitigation is required at the subject property. Sampling activities were performed between May 26 and May 30, 2017. A total of 12 charcoal radon test kits were deployed, including one duplicate and one field blank. According to laboratory results, several of the radon test devises were determined to have been overexposed. Therefore, re-testing was performed between June 7 and June 9, 2017. A total of eight additional charcoal radon test kits were deployed, including one duplicate and one field blank. According to the laboratory analytical report, the radon results were noted to be below the EPA Action Limit for radon in residential units. Based on these results, no further action is recommended. The results of the testing activities, along with conclusions and recommendations, are provided under a separate cover.
