	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Major Rehabilitation will provide approximately 4 owner occupied single family houses primarily in Hi-crest, North Topeka West, Quinton Heights Steele, and Tennessee Town neighborhoods. Projects will be provided substantial rehabilitation interior and exterior which will meet the department Rehabilitation Housing Standards for single family owner occupied units located within the City limits of Topeka Kansas, primarily within LMI targeted areas. Estimated cost per project is between $10,000 and $30,000 for each project, depending on the amount of rehab needed to bring the home up to meet housing standards. This could include, siding, windows, HVAC system, roof, and lead issues, with little to no ground disturbance. The impact to the neighborhood would improve the lives of each homeowner that we assist, surrounding area and improving housing standards could also lower a homeowners cost on utilities.
