	The city will conduct a site specific review in tier II to determine if any site locations fall within FEMA's flood hazard areas. Should any structures fall within the 100 year flood plain they will not be eligible to participate in this project A copy of a firm map will be included in the file for each project location to show flood determination.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	Site specific evaluation will be conducted as part of tier II reviews. No sites with contamination or toxic substances will be considered with this project. Olathe will review applicable databases for hazardous substance risks. Inspector will utilize Environmental Checklist, HUD-R7-5-4-12, to determine possible contamination and will note if they found any evidence of potential concerns when the site visit is conducted, including lead-based paint, asbestos, and radon.

	The city will conduct a site specific review in tier II to determine if any site locations fall within a flood plain. Olathe policy does not allow projects within a designated flood plain area. If the structure is in a flood zone the city will not proceed. The city will process SHPO clearance request thru Kansas Review & Compliance online service at: https://review.ks.hs.org . SHPO response is needed before submitting Environmental Review.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	Individual sites will be checked for implication of the authority to see if there is a major road within 1000 feet of the site or 3000 feet from railroad tracks. If within either of these distances, a HUD DNL calculator will be prepared and included with file to determine noise results. The only noise that will be involved will be normal construction noise during the day. Noise abatement and control measures are encouraged for rehabilitation. Noise impact area maps were obtained from Johnson County Planning from the Johnson County Kansas Zoning and Subdivision Regulations. All property addresses in the 60Ldn and 65Ldn noise contour are owned by the Johnson County Executive Airport or the Johnson County Industrial Airport. Maps of the areas are included for reference. HUD considers 65 DNL acceptable, and does not require mitigation or attenuation if greater than 65 DNL. If greater than 65 DNL, Olathe will work with applicant to see if noise attenuation can be addressed.
