	Minor Housing Rehabilitation and Emergency Home Repair: Low-income households, elderly, and persons with disabilities often lack sufficient means to perform regular maintenance or to repair/replace critical systems in their homes. Housing repair and rehabilitation directly helps the most vulnerable maintain safe and healthy homes, preserves long-term affordable housing, and provides neighborhood stability and tax base. This project will provide funding to address these critical repairs, including, but not limited to, repair or replacement of plumbing, heating and electrical systems; roofs; and minor structural components. These minor repairs/rehabilitation will be made to scattered sites (single-family residential buildings) throughout Taylorsville with no more than four units per site, no change in land use, no increase in the footprint of the building, and no increase in density.
