Anticipated units of completion will be 8-12 per program year, and addresses are determined by an application process for income-qualified homeowners. This project is ongoing (subject to available funding) for the program year(s) covered under this ERR. Weatherization Grant Program is a City-wide program that provides small grants to improve the energy efficiency of low and moderate income owner-occupied homes. The improvements include weather-stripping of doors, attic insulation, and storm windows. Anticipated units of completion per program year will be 30-40 homes, with assistance averaging $2,500-$3,000 per unit. Addresses are determined by an application process for income-qualified homeowners. This project takes applications in the month of August, and work is completed by the end of February. This project is ongoing (subject to available funding) for the program year(s) covered under this ERR.
