Trained staff will inspect the site to determine evidence of concerns at subject property or on adjacent properties when viewed from the public right-of-way. The HUD R-7 field contamination checklist will be completed during that inspection and attached to the Tier 2 Site specific review along with any mitigation required. The City of Lawrence has adopted Radon safe construction practices within its building codes and is addresses as part of the Building Permit process and inspections.

All activities located within the threshold distances listed in the HUD Noise Guidebook will have an individual Noise Worksheet completed and if warranted, an individual noise study completed.  Threshold distances are A?within 1000 ftA? of a major roadway and 3,000 ftA? of a Railroad. Attenuation activities will be developed as required although the CHDO builds energy star rated homes, which often meet the attenuation needed 70 Db.  The Lawrence airport is small and limits aircraft to small jets or propeller craft, so airport noise levels are not an issue.
