	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	There are two (2) Choice Neighborhoods Dayton project for this review. The first is Project #6 activity. It will be a home improvement program that will be offered to 25 targeted residential properties located along the Germantown Street corridor between Dearborn Avenue and State Route 35 in Dayton, Montgomery County, Ohio. The home improvement program will be offered to homeowners up to 120% AMI. Assistance will be provided in the form of a forgivable loan up to $10,000.00 dollars with 20% of the total loan amount forgiven per year over a five year period. The program will be managed by County Corp, who has over 20 years of experience managing projects involving the use of federal funding. In the case of severe exterior needs, County Corp will consider additional funds up to $15,000.00 dollars based on availability of funding and needs. The second project is a # 4 activity. It is the Germantown Street Facade Improvement Program. This program is designed to provide financial assistance for business operators who are committed to making highly visible physical improvements of commercial retail facilities along Germantown Street. Qualifying projects submitted by business operators must meet the following criteria: 1. Project Visibility and Impact - must have high visible impact, as viewed from the cooridor street frontage. 2. Leased Properties - at time of application submission, applying business operators must be operating under a minimum of a one-year lease agreement with the commericial property owner (landlord). A copy of the lease agreement should be submitted with application with written permission from landlord to permit activities being proposed. 3. Owner occupied properties - property must be actively "in business" for at least six (6) months before applying for funding. If there is a plan to open a new business in a vacant building, a business plan must be made available and will be evaluated prior to approval. 4. Minimum Employment Level - business operation must have the equivalent of two full-time personnel at the time of application submission. 5. Maximum Grant Amount per business - the maximum amount for qualifying business operators is $5,000.00. In addition, a 20% cash match is required for all eligible project activities. (i.e. Qualifying facade improvements costing $6,000.00 must receive a 20% cash match ($6,000.00 x 20% = $1,200.00) from the business. The remaining $4,800 in project cost would be covered by the grant. Anticipated improvements include matching awnings, signage, lighting and landscaping. Citywide Development Corporation will manage this facade improvement program.
