	The Northern long-eared bat (threatened), Meades Milkweed (threatened) and Pallid Strugeon (endangered) species have been identified as being located within Johnson County by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Services. City staff has reviewed the project scope and determined that there will be no effect on any of the identified species due to the urban character of the project site, which has been confirmed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, Kansas Ecological Services Field office in a review dated May 24, 2018. Information from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and Johnson County Parks and Recreation Department is on file in the Central ERR file.
