	Madison Heights Phase II is located on the West side of Tara Boulevard, between Bridgeport Lane and Walden Landing, in Lovejoy, Clayton County, Georgia. The subject site is adjacent to sister property, Madison Heights I, which is currently under construction. Surrounding land uses include light commercial to the east, scattered single family to the west, vacant land and scattered single family to the south, and Chapman Highway and light commercial to the north. This location is approximately two miles northwest of downtown Lovejoy in Clayton County, seven miles west of I-75 and 21 miles south of the Atlanta CBD. Primary access to the subject site is through Phase One of Madison Heights subject site is through Phase One of Madison Heights, which has frontage along the west side of Tara Boulevard (US-41). The subject will have a secondary access drive that extends to Tara Boulevard. Tara Boulevard is a four-lane divided highway with a grass median and turn lanes that runs in a north to south direction through the subject's neighborhood. The entrance to the Madison Heights development can be accessed from the north and south bound traffic flows via a break in the median. Public transportation is provided by The Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority (MARTA). The nearest bus access is located just south of the subject's development.




	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Madison Heights Phase II will consist of a 120-unit apartment development, situated on a 21.007-acre site with 77 units being income restricted and the remaining 43 units being market rate. The 120 units will be in 7 walk-up apartment buildings that are two stories with terrace levels. The subject will feature one, two, and three-bedroom units ranging in size from 906 to 1,361 gross square feet. There will also be a 1,139-square foot community building/leasing office at the property. The buildings will be constructed on a poured, reinforced concrete slab using a wood frame, fiber cement lap siding and brick veneer exterior, and asphalt shingle roof. The interior living areas will be painted drywall for walls and ceiling, vinyl windows, and carpet for flooring. There will be 240 total parking spaces at the subject facility which includes 5 handicap spaces and 5 van parking spaces. All parking spaces are concrete and asphalt paved and ground level. The 2 parking spaces per unit clearly meets the needs of tenants. Unit amenities will include an electric range, refrigerator, dishwasher, garbage disposal, microwave, washer/dryer connections, ceiling fans, and window blinds. Property amenities include a clubhouse/leasing office with wellness center, fitness equipment and laundry, along with a playground and green space.

	Madison Heights Market Area is heavily influenced by a major transportation corridor, the market area boundaries stretch significantly farther from north to south than east to west. Due to the size and shape of some census tracts in bordering Henry and Fayette Counties, the Madison Heights Market Area does not extend further east or west to avoid including portions of Stockbridge, McDonough, or Fayetteville, all of which are considered distinct and separate submarkets. While the Madison Heights Market Area includes one rural census tract in Henry County, the Madison Heights Market Area is compared to Clayton County, which is considered the secondary market area. Demand estimates are based only on the Madison Heights Market Area. The Madison Heights Market Area's population increased by 32.2 percent between the 2000 and 2010 Census counts, rising from 60,244 people to 79,660 people (Table 9) for an annual average increase of 1,942 people or 2.8 percent. The number of households in the Madison Heights Market Area grew from 20,591 to 26,792 during the same period, a gain of 30.1 percent or 2.7 percent (620 households) annually. Clayton County experienced steady growth rates of 0.9 percent for population and 1.0 percent for households from 2000 to 2010. Clayton County's labor force has grown in five of the last seven years resulting in a net gain of roughly 7,600 workers (6.0 percent). During this period, the number of employed workers in the county increased by 16,779 while unemployed workers fell by 9,167. While Clayton County's labor force experienced a small net decline of 790 workers (0.6 percent) since 2006, this was primarily driven by the loss of 11,455 workers from 2009 to 2010 during and immediately following the national recession.
