	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Tolleson proposes to use $325,000 of CDBG funding to provide owner-occupied housing rehabilitation services to low- to - moderate income households in the designated redevelopment areas. The rehabilitations may include interior, exterior, and ground disturbing activities. The project will include 10 homes in the redevelopment area. The maximum investment per home will be $65,000. The activity will occur from October 2018 through June 2021. 6/22/2020 - CLARIFICATION: The program services include rehabilitation and repairs, both major and minor, including maintenance items. Rehabilitation activities include, but may not be limited to, but not limited to repair or installation of hardscaping, repair or installation of exterior siding and stucco, roof replacement, replacement of windows and doors, installation of new drywall and ceilings, installation of flooring, rebuilding stairs or installation of access ramps, substantial kitchen and bathroom remodel, replacement of HVAC equipment, repair or installation of electric systems or installation of new electric service connections, and repair or installation of water or waste water services including septic systems. Minor repair/ maintenance activities include, but may not be limited to, repair of cracking sidewalks or driveways, repair of gutters, repainting exterior surfaces, fixing rood leaks and replacing missing tiles, caulking and/or fixing exterior windows, patching interior plaster and drywall, installation of carpeting or vanilla flooring, replacement of kitchen appliances, HVAC servicing, fixing plumbing leaks, and replacing light fixtures.
