	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Quincy proposes to implement this Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction Program along with CDBG match funding to control and remediate lead hazards citywide. The City will implement a comprehensive program to identify and remediate lead-based paint hazards in privately owned rental and/or owner-occupied housing. The program will identify and prioritize enrolled properties of privately owned single or multi-unit, low-income rental and owner-occupied housing throughout the City. The program will build local capacity and train a qualified workforce to carry out repairs and/or minor rehabilitation work to eliminate lead-based paint in the housing units. Among the activities that the City will carry out to achieve grant deliverables, the program will: perform outreach, education and training; identify and remediate lead-based paint; conduct sampling and analysis for lead; re-evaluate and/or conduct clearance of the remediated activities completed. The City anticipates that the typical interventions will include: lead based paint hazard control through full hazard abatement work; replacement of windows, doors etc. The following deliverables will be achieved through this grant: Enroll 60 housing units; Complete 90 Lead-Based Paint Risk Assessment/Inspections; Conduct re-evaluation and/or clearance in 60 housing units that received environmental hazard reduction. The average amount of grant and match/leveraged funds anticipated to be spent on each unit is $13,000, not to exceed a maximum amount of $20,000 per unit. The assistance to each unit will be in the form of a 0% interest, five year diminishing loan. The program will not include new construction, demolition or changes of use (from non-residential to residential). Substantial rehabilitation is also not anticipated; however, if any project rises to the level of substantial rehabilitation, a separate Environmental Assessment will be completed, distinct from this programmatic review.

	Individual projects will be reviewed for flood insurance requirements by utilizing FEMA's Flood Map Service Center. The Environmental Review Preparer will determine whether the property is located in a 100-year floodplain using the tool and a FIRMette will be printed out and uploaded as documentation supporting the ultimate determination and mitigation as necessary. The Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (42 U.S.C. 4012a) requires that projects receiving HUD assistance in a FEMA-mapped SFHA be covered by flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP). If the project structures are located in a FEMA Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA), the project must provide proof of flood insurance. This may be either a copy of the flood insurance policy declaration or a paid receipt for the current annual flood insurance premium and a copy of the application for flood insurance.

	Individual projects will be reviewed for coastal zone management requirements by utilizing MassGIS's Online Mapping Tool (OLIVER). The environmental review preparer will determine whether the property is located within the defined Massachusetts Coastal Zone and a map will be printed out and uploaded as documentation supporting the ultimate determination and mitigation as necessary. If the project structures are located in Coastal Zone, the City must consult with the Massachusetts Office of Coastal Zone Management to determine consistency with federal provisions and state coastal management program policies. The result may be no mitigation necessary, mitigation, or rejection of the project.

	For each proposed site, the environmental review preparer will provide a report of nearby toxic sites and releases using EPA's Envirofacts, NEPAssist, or a similar resource provided by the tribal environmental or planning agency/department. Environmental review preparers will also provide documentation on previous uses of the site, to the extent possible, and other evidence of contamination on or near the site to assure the proposed occupants are not impacted by any of these hazards. HUD will use the information provided to determine whether there is evidence of toxics or contamination. If there is evidence of adverse impacts, the grantee, in coordination with the HUD OLHCHH will determine appropriate next steps. These steps may involve mitigation, further evaluation, or rejection of the project.
