	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	New construction of 30 scattered site, in-fill homes in the Glenville area of Cleveland. All homes to be three (3) bedroom and 1.5 bath with fully amenities, including garage, porch, central air conditioning, all kitchen appliances, in-home laundry facilities including washer and dryer and security system. Access to social services will also be available. Four (4) units are designated as handicap accessible. All units will be leased to persons at or below 60% AMI. Tenants will be responsible for all utilities. Famicos Foundation is the owner and developer of the project. Parcels involved in the project are either owned by the city of Cleveland Landbank, Cuyahoga County Landbank or Famicos Foundation. Ground disturbance to occur at all sites, as they are vacant. However, all sites have been previously developed, so new disturbance will be minimal.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The development of the Famicos Circle North project is designed to assist in the elimination of slum, blight and safety issues in the community; to provide for quality housing stock, to provide for affordable housing for families in the area, as well as provide for meaningful development of the community. This project is part of a larger concept, Neighborhood Transformation Initiative (NTI). The NTI initiative, announced in 2018, is a $65 million program to boost both housing and commercial development beyond downtown, in targeted city neighborhoods. The city committed $25 million to the effort and planned to seek commitments for $40 million from the city's financial institutions. "I created this initiative to leverage private investment in neighborhoods where traditional development models don't work and where developers and lenders considered those areas too risky to invest in," Mayor Frank Jackson said.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	This project is part of a larger concept, Neighborhood Transformation Initiative (NTI). The NTI initiative, announced in 2018, is a $65 million program to boost both housing and commercial development beyond downtown, in targeted city neighborhoods. The city committed $25 million to the effort and planned to seek commitments for $40 million from the city's financial institutions. "I created this initiative to leverage private investment in neighborhoods where traditional development models don't work and where developers and lenders considered those areas too risky to invest in," Mayor Frank Jackson said. The Famicos Circle North project is expected to be well received, and is very much needed. Marketing studies in the PMA show LIHTC projects, non-government subsidized projects and government subsidized projects contain encompass nearly 3,500 units, and occupancy rates average 97%. Multiple projects have wait lists too. Five comparable LIHTC projects have an occupancy rate of 100%, with three (3) having wait lists. Once opened, this project is projected to meet 95% occupancy within five (5) months. While the PMA has seen on overall increase in the four (4) person median household income since 2019, it will be estimated 1,071 income qualified households will reside in the PMA at opening, which will provide for sufficient pool of potential occupants of the project sites. The overall medial household income increase shows a invigoration of the area, and a commitment for persons to reside in it. The community in which the project will be located is a common mix of land uses, including commercial and institutional structures and densely built residential neighborhoods While the PMA trends show reduction in population and households from 2017 to 2022, it reflects an increase in renter share and household income over the same period, with the immediate 0.25 mile radius surrounding the project site having a significant increase. In 2017, homeowner households occupied 35.4% of all occupied housing, and 64.6% were occupied by renter households. Finally, in 2017, of 21, 869 total housing units in the PMA, 35.1% were vacant, highlighting the number of older, dilapidated and obsolete units. By providing new housing, the community can provide for safe and affordable housing.
