	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This tiered review includes housing rehabilitation and repair projects completed by the Loveland Housing Authority's Larimer Home Improvement Project (LHIP) and Volunteers of America Handyman program (VOA). All rehabilitation and repair activities will occur in the City of Loveland. Actual projects will include health and safety rehabilitation by VOA to make the homes of low-income seniors and persons with disabilities safer by installing wheel chair ramps, hand rails and other safety supports, minor repairs to existing structures such as plumbing, repairing light fixtures and replacing smoke and carbon dioxide detectors; and more extensive rehabilitation of single-family and mobile homes in the form of small LHIP grants or loans to ensure on-going habitability and stabilization of Loveland's housing stock. The HUD funding amount of $62,000 is the actual amount that will be granted during the 2019-2020 program year to the LHIP and VOA programs. The estimated maximum funding for both programs on any given year could be as high as $100,000 but likely would not be more given the amount of CDBG funding the City of Loveland receives. The $40,000 invested in the LHIP program in 2019 should result in 12 to 17 projects and the $22,000 invested the in VOA program should result in about 115 projects. A five year (maximum) estimate for both projects is 700 houses.

	Subrecipients will provide a FEMA map showing the proximity of the site to the nearest floodplain. If the project is located in a floodplain, insurance will be required.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	Residents of homes built before 1978 will receive an EPA/HUD/Consumer Product Safety Commission lead hazard information disclosure pamphlet at the time of application or as soon as possible. Residents will complete a form acknowledging that they have received and understand the lead information that will be placed in the subrecipients file. Most of the recipients of the Volunteers of America Handyman program are exempt from lead paint mitigation because of the age and disability status of the resident. Volunteers of America will add a question to their intake about children living in the home to ensure that all occupants meet the exclusion. For those that do not, lead safe practices will occur. All projects will have under $5,000 in hard costs. Recipients of the Loveland Housing Authority Emergency Larimer Home Improvement Project (LHIP-Emergency) are also exempt as noted in 24 CFR 35.115(a)(9). Recipients of the general Larimer Home Improvement Project (LHIP) are not exempt. LHIP projects range in cost but are always under $25,000; LHIP Emergency projects are always under $5,000. A risk assessment will occur for all projects starting with a visual inspection by an HQS certified staff member. If lead paint is identified and requires mitigation, interim controls and proper clearance will be performed. If a contractor identifies asbestos, testing will be done and all work stopped until the results are received. If the test is positive, safe practice asbestos removal will be performed. Also note that non-functioning smoke detectors will need to be disposed of properly.

	As stated above, subrecipients will provide a FEMA map showing the proximity of the site to the nearest floodplain. Projects located in a floodplain will require insurance.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	The City of Loveland will submit projects with the potential to disturb an historic property through the staff liaison to the Historic Preservation Commission (HPC). Projects that are listed on the local register and include outside alteration/rehabilitation will be asked to be presented to the HPC member representatives for approval before proceeding. The HPC has the authority to stop the project if it is on the local historic register. The HPC does not have the authority to stop the project if it is on the historic survey. Interior projects and exterior projects on properties that would not be considered historic will be submitted annually to History Colorado.

	Projects with ground disturbance will be reviewed. Interior projects and exterior projects that do not include ground disturbance will be exempt from further analysis.

	Subrecipients will be asked to address the questions included in the Environmental Justice (CEST/EA) checklist when submitting their site specific checklist. Environmental Justice reviews will occur with the Community Partnership Office as well with the understanding that it is better to repair a home and keep someone housed than not and have the family lose their housing.
