	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This project involves the renovation of owner occupied residential structures for residents with low or moderate incomes. Funds will defray costs of both design and planning, as well as actual physical improvements. Funding will be made available in the form of grants and/or loans, depending on the financial resources of the owner. Work will be performed at various locations within the City and are still to be determined. Approximately ten (10) units will be rehabilitated. Assistance will be provided for substandard 1-4 family owner occupied properties. The density will not be increased beyond four units, the land use will not change and the footprint of the building will not be increased in a floodplain or wetland. Repair activities at project sites may involve any combination of the following: Roofing work up to and including re-decking and re-shingling of the entire roof; Removal and replacement of windows, window coverings and window frames; Removal and replacement of all siding and trim and re-caulking of window and door trim; Removal and replacement of utilities, such as furnace, water heater and other heating systems; Electrical work such as removal and replacement of light fixtures, junction box, fuse box, smoke detectors, CO detectors, vent fan, as well as rewiring of outlets and knob and tube wiring; Plumbing work such as removal and replacement of toilets, sinks, faucets, bathtubs, shower systems and other kitchen and bathroom facilities; Other interior work such as removal and replacement of floor boards, doors, kitchen cabinetry and counters, carpets, removal of lath and plaster, replacing with new dry wall material; re-plastering of walls, painting and installation of new handrails on staircases; Other exterior work such as replacement of exterior steps, chimney removal, porch removal and tree removal if a tree should be dangerously close to the house; General alterations to ensure ADA accessibility in cases of dwellings with disabled occupants; And possible performance of HUD 3-step cleaning methods to ensure lead hazard controls over all work areas throughout the house.

	In New York State, 12 NYCRR Part 56 stipulates that with the exception of one and two family dwellings in cases where the owner contracts for, but does not control the work, an asbestos survey to be completed by a licensed contractor to determine whether or not the building to be renovated or modeled contains Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM) or Presumed Asbestos Containing Materials (PACM). For each applicable location under 12 NYCRR Part 56, the City will require an asbestos survey, and if ACMs are found, a contractor with a valid asbestos handling license will perform the removal, encapsulation, disposal, etc., of the asbestos. The project manager will consult the NYSDOL as required. For project locations that meet the criteria for the exception identified above, the City will not require an asbestos survey.

	Each project will be reviewed by the project manager, and any project that meets the threshold for substantial improvement and is located within a flood hazard area will comply with the National Flood Insurance Program regulations, including the 8-step notification process. A substantial improvement is defined as any repair, reconstruction, modernization or improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50% of the market value of the structure either before the improvement or repair started or if the structure has been damaged before the damage occurred OR any repair, reconstruction, etc. that results in an increase of more than 20% of dwelling units or peak number of customers and employees (24 CFR 55.2(b)(8). Projects involving only minor improvements that do not meet the threshold for substantial improvements are not subject to the 8-step process, according to 55.12 (b)(2).
