	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Casa Grande plans to install approximately 25 street lights in the Cottonwood Gardens neighborhood. This neighborhood is an established neighborhood of the City of Casa Grande. The boundaries of the project include the entire street Right of Way within the subdivision, Right of Way of Suncrest Avenue to include the alley on the west side, Right of Way area surrounding the subdivision, and Right of Way of Cottonwood Lane. The estimated cost of the Street Light Project is approximately $100,000. Funding for the purchase, installation, and construction of the project is from the Office of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Entitlement Program. See attached map of the project. The Scope of Work will include purchase and installation of approximately 25 street lights in the Cottonwood Gardens neighborhood: 1. All materials and construction shall conform to the requirements of the Arizona Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. 2. Poles and mast arms shall comply with the requirements of the AASHTO Standard Specifications for Structural Supports for Highway Signs. Luminaries, and Traffic Signals, 6th Edition C2013l, with 2015 Interim Revisions. 3. The foundation hole shall be augered and Class 'S'* (3,500 psi) concrete, poured against undisturbed compacted earth. 4. Unstable soil "and/or" steep slope may require a "deeper foundation". See Arizona Department of Transportation Standard Specifications. 5. A 25 ft coil of #4 AWG bare copper conductor or a 14-inch square copper ground plate shall be installed before the concrete is poured and connected to pole grounding lug in the hand hole. The ground plate or coil shall be covered with 6 inches of fill. 6. Pole may have a continuous taper or a step taper. 7. Pole is suitable for use with a single luminaire that has a maximum weight of 55 pounds, and an effective Projected Area (EPA) of 1.5 square feet. 8. Once the pole installation is completed, the open space between the base plate and the foundation shall be grouted. 9. If the pole foundation is within or adjacent to the sidewalk, top of pole foundation shall be flush with the abutting or adjacent sidewalk. 10. Tapered pole diameter at the base and the top is dependent on the taper rate used by the manufacturer. 11. The ground disturbance will be 8' deep or less per pole. 12. An underground conduit with electric conductors running between all poles to connect the street light circuit to existing power lines that may be present on each side of the subdivision.

	The City of Casa Grande is conducting an environmental review to install approximately 25 street lights in the Cottonwood Gardens neighborhood. This neighborhood is an established neighborhood of the City of Casa Grande. The boundaries of the project include the entire street Right of Way within the subdivision, Right of Way of Suncrest Avenue to include the alley on the west side, Right of Way area surrounding the subdivision, and Right of Way of Cottonwood Lane. The neighborhood currently does not have street lights and the neighborhood residents are requesting to have them installed for safety of their neighborhood.
