	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	A total of $1,500,000 in CDBG funds will be utilized for this program which does not involve new construction or conversion of land use. The purpose of the Healthy Home Repair EMERGENCY Program is to assist low-moderate-income homeowners with emergency home repair, code rehabilitation, lead hazard reduction, and home improvements through forgivable and deferred payment loans, and loan servicing activities. The City is reinvesting in its aging housing stock through these activities, at locations to be determined, within the City of St. Louis. Emergency Home Repairs will be distributed to an estimated 100 single family, owner occupied homes in the form of grant and deferred payment loan funds, at an average cost of $10,000 and ranging from approximately $1,500 to $17,000. Eligible activities include roof replacement, HVAC replacement, plumbing including sewer, waterline and hot water heater replacement, and electrical repairs.
