	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This environmental assessment is intended to cover proposed project activities which include installation of infrastructure improvements, demolition/removal of deteriorated mobile homes, rehabilitation of owner-occupied mobile homes and construction of replacement housing. In 2017, the City of Boulder was awarded Community Development Block Grant Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funds for the acquisition of land located at 4475 Broadway Boulder, Colorado 80304 commonly known as Ponderosa Mobile Home Park. The mobile home park was developed in the 1950s and consists of 68 mobile home pads, primarily owner-occupied. The park is serviced by the original infrastructure, which is failing, and streets are unpaved. Long standing health and safety concerns related to infrastructure, such as shallow sewer lines and shallow electric, need to be addressed to protect the welfare of the residents and the community. These health and life safety issues were exacerbated during the flood of September 2013. In September 2013, the West Fourmile Canyon Creek overtopped its channel and surface flooding impacted the park. In addition to shallow flooding, all residents were advised to evacuate the Park, and heavy rains on leaking roofs resulted in damage to many homes. The city purchased the property in an effort to annex it into the city and make infrastructure improvements which include water, sewer, storm water and grading; utilities; paving of streets and sidewalks; and landscaping to meet city standards for annexation and ensure community resiliency. When the City acquired the property in 2017, the property was located in a Boulder County enclave to the city. Since purchasing the property, the city has annexed the property and worked extensively to keep the residents in the community. However, some households have decided to move out of the community and sold their mobile homes to the city. A third-party valuator was contracted to perform market valuations on all mobile homes in the community to facilitate residents who choose to sell their homes and those who wish to use the value of their home toward a replacement home. Homes sold to the city were purchased based on the valued amount. Eight mobile homes purchased by the city were built prior to June 15, 1976 when HUD safety standards were established. Given the age and deteriorated condition of the homes, they are not habitable and must be disposed. The city intends to hire a contractor to dispose of the vacant mobile homes by either having them towed away to a dump site outside of Boulder County or torn down within the park and placed in roll-away dumpsters. The contractor will be responsible for ensuring compliance with all testing for industrial contaminates as required by State and County law, based on the disposal method. The city also intends to hire a contractor to rehabilitate existing owner-occupied mobile homes where some residents intend to continue occupying their homes. Approximately twenty-two households currently living in the park would like to have the opportunity to live in a new home. The city intends to partner with Flatirons Habitat for Humanity to construct replacement housing for these residents. The updated proposed project activities will be paid for with local funds. However, since the property acquisition was originally federally funded the city consulted with HUD to determine environmental review requirements for the new proposed activities. Per HUD's guidance, the new proposed activities are directly linked to the federally funded acquisition and requires a new environmental assessment to include the expanded proposed activities.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Ponderosa Mobile Home Park is serviced by the original infrastructure which is failing. The conditions of the infrastructure have long presented health and safety concerns which need to be addressed to protect the welfare of the residents and the community. These health and life safety issues were exacerbated during the flood of September 2013. During the flood event, the West Fourmile Canyon Creek overtopped its channel and surface flooding impacted the park. In 2017, the City of Boulder was awarded CDBG-DR funds to acquire the property. Since 2017, the city has annexed the property into the city and has developed a plan for infrastructure improvements using local funds. During this process, some mobile home owners have decided to move out of the park and sold their homes to the city. Due to the deteriorated condition of the homes they are not habitable and will either need to move removed or demolished. Some of the mobile homes will be replaced by homes constructed by Habitat for Humanity. Some existing mobile homes will be rehabilitated where residents intend to continue to occupy their homes. The goal of the proposed project is to ensure the health and safety of the residents and keep the existing community together.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The original proposed federally funded project was for acquisition of land that has been previously developed and is currently operating as a mobile home park. The park is surrounded by residential and commercial properties. Installation of infrastructure improvements, demolition./removal of deteriorated mobile homes, rehabilitation of owner-occupied mobile homes and construction of replacement housing is the only way to address the existing health and safety concerns and ensure that any original resident of the park is able to continue living in the park if they wish to do so. In the absence of the proposed project, the failing infrastructure and deteriorated homes would continue to be a health and safety concern within the park.

Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	The original proposed activity involved the use of CDBG-DR funds for acquisition of land. The new proposed activities which include installation of infrastructure improvements, demolition/removal of deteriorated mobile homes, rehabilitation of owner-occupied mobile homes and construction of replacement housing, will not impact or be impacted by historic properties, endangered species, wild and scenic rivers, air quality, farmland, explosive and flammable operations, toxic chemicals, or airports. The project site is located within a 100-year floodplain and near a wetland. As a result, a Floodplain Management 8-Step process has been completed and included as an attachment to the Environmental Assessment. In addition, the proposed project will not adversely impact land development, socioeconomics, or community facilities or services. This will allow the city to provide infrastructure improvements and demolition of deteriorated homes to address health and safety concerns as well as preserving affordable housing in the area that lost a significant amount of housing during the September 2013 floods. The Proposed project could result in a potentially beneficial impact. Infrastructure improvements will not have any direct and indirect impacts on the floodplain/wetland. The proposed activity will be required to obtain all necessary permits and comply with all applicable local, state and federal requirements, which will further mitigate any potential direct or indirect floodplain impacts and help to preserve and restore natural and beneficial floodplain values where practicable. No "harm" will come to or within the floodplain as a result of infrastructure improvements. "Harm", is defined in the Federal Management Executive Order #11988 as, "Negative impacts to people, property or natural systems such as injury, loss of life, damage to property or natural resources, or impairment of beneficial floodplain functions." The proposed project has been planned and designed to mitigate flood hazards to protect life and property from future flood events. Although there are no current capital improvement plans to remove the mobile home park out of the floodplain, the consultation with the city's Flood and Greenways staff stated that the City is looking into ways to reduce flood risk in the areas west of Broadway which will become part of the Fourmile Master Plan.



Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9] 
	The city has been working to address the health and safety needs of Ponderosa for well over 20 years. This has included exploring a variety of options: do nothing, redevelop as a multifamily property or existing mobile home owners would make the necessary infrastructure improvements on their own. To do nothing would leave the residents in a precarious position both in terms of the risks of the failing infrastructure and continued uncertainty of their homes. Potential redevelopment of the site to be a multifamily rental property using low income housing 'tax credits would likely result in the displacement of the longtime residents who are not interested in residing in a multi-family rental units. One of the reasons driving the proposed activities is the city's concern with the failing of the infrastructure and these low-income families being at risk.


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	Under the no action alternative, installation of infrastructure improvements, demolition/removal of deteriorated mobile homes, rehabilitation of owner-occupied mobile homes and construction of replacement housingwould not be implemented to address the health and safety concerns within Ponderosa Mobile Home Park. In the absence of the proposed activities, residents living within the park would likely become permanently displaced.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	The proposed project conforms to the City of Boulder's zoning code with regard to land use, and is compatible with surrounding land use. The proposed project will not result in permanent displacement or cause significant impacts to community facilities or services.
