Based on the most recent Michigan Department of Environmental Quality Report, Washtenaw County in its entirety is located in an Ozone Nonattainment Area. Washtenaw County is one of 7 southeastern Michigan counties that is located in this nonattainment area. However, this activity is rehabilitation of existing owner-occupied properties and the scope of work is not expected to have any impact on air quality, as it is very likely to be below de-minimis levels for ozone and does not qualify as a project that requires further analysis. Additionally Washtenaw County is not located in nor contains any area that currently is not in compliance with the primary national ambient air quality standards for five other pollutants, which include carbon monoxide, lead, nitrogen dioxide, particulate matter and sulfur dioxide (see attached Michigan Non Attainment Areas Summer 2019 Map and Washtenaw County HUD Air Quality Letter). Based on the project description, this project includes no activities that would require further evaluation under the Clean Air Act. The project is in compliance with the Clean Air Act. 	There are a total of 6 airports that are either located entirely or partially in Washtenaw County that are recognized by the Michigan Department of Transportation, which include the following: Ann Arbor Municipal Airport, Belleville Larsen Airpark, Cackleberry Airport, Honey Acres Airport, Rossettie Airport and Willow Run Airport. Three of these airports have designated Airport Runway Clear Zones and Accident Potential Zones in Washtenaw County, which are the following: Ann Arbor Municipal Airport, Belleville Larsen Airpark, and Willow Run Airport see attached Washtenaw County Airports Map. Most of the residential areas within Washtenaw County are located outside of the Airport Runway Clear Zones of these 3 airports. The following generally describes the areas of Washtenaw County that are located in the Airport Runway Clear Zones and Accident Potential Zones: In the City of Arbor north of Ellsworth Rd., south of I 94, east of State St, and west of Stone School Rd, and portions of the northwest corner of the Bryant Neighborhood and portions of the Mill Creek Townhomes development along Birch Hollow Dr. In Pittsfield Twp south of Ellsworth Rd, north of Textile Rd, north and northwest of the Saline Spur of the Ann Arbor Railroad, west of Stone School Rd and east of Maple Rd, and a small area to the northwest of Ellsworth and Lohr Rds. In the City of Saline in the northeastern corner of the city east of Maple Rd See Ann Arbor Municipal Airport Land Use Map attached. In Augusta Twp in the northeastern corner of the Township at the intersection of Rawsonville Rd and Bemis Rd, which is the area that is comprised of the northeastern corner of the Augusta Woods Manufactured Housing Park. In Ypsilanti Twp in the southeastern corner of Ypsilanti Twp, southeast of the Norfolk Western Railway Yard and spur railroad, north of Bemis Rd, east of McKean Rd, and west of Rawsonville Rd. See Belleville Larsen Airpark Land Use Map attached. Also in Ypsilanti Twp in the area located south of US Highway 12, north of I 94, east of Ford Blvd and west of the Washtenaw County Wayne County boundary, a small area located north of US 12 and south of Michigan Ave, and portions of the Lakeview Neighborhood and the Lake Shore Apartments located between I 94 and Ford Lake on both sides of Grove Rd. See Willow Run Airport Land Use Map attached. For each Tier 2 Site Specific Review, either a map that shows the location of the project and its proximity to the nearest airport to the project site, including airports not located in Washtenaw County, or a Clear Zone map for the closest airport with designated Clear Zones by the Michigan Department of Transportation or by the airport will be attached and also referenced in the Environmental Justice section for each Tier 2 Site Specific Review. The location of the property in the FEMA FIRMette will be clearly labeled at its exact location and the address of the property will be labeled in a legend or an added note on the FEMA FIRMette Map. If a FEMA FIRMette is not available for the property, a map from the FEMA Map Services Center will be downloaded and attached to the Tier 2 ERR to document that the FEMA FIRMette is not available for the property. 	The Environmental Mapper webpage located at http://www.mcgi.state.mi.us/environmentalmapper/ on the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) website will be consulted for each property and a map from this website that includes the property and the surrounding area within 0.5 miles will be downloaded and attached to the site specific Tier 2 Environmental Review Record (ERR) or will be uploaded to the Washtenaw County GIS system and will be mapped on a County-developed GIS map for each property. The EGLE Environmental Mapper webpage includes underground storage tanks, leaky underground storage tanks and other state-designated environmental sites. The EGLE Environmental Mapper map will include a list of the applicable EGLE identified sites attached to each site-specific Tier 2 review. The NEPAssist webpage on the U.S. EPA website will also be consulted for each property and a map from this website that includes the property and surrounding area within 0.5 miles will be downloaded and attached to the site specific Tier 2 ERR. An Environmental Radius Report will be generated and downloaded for each property from the Nationwide Environmental Title Research LLC website at the following address https://www.netronline.com/ and will include all of the Standard Environmental Record Sources according to the Recommended Governmental Records Search Distances according to ASTM Practice E 1527-13, Section 8.2.1 attached. Other environmental information as applicable and available will also be consulted if necessary. If an Environmental Radius Report from the https://www.netronline.com/ site is not available, then all applicable EPA documentation including ECHO compliance reports and detailed facility reports for the EPA designated sites will be attached to each site specific Tier 2 review. If the Environmental Radius Report from https://www.netronline.com/ is available for the property then the EPA documentation for each EPA site from the EPA websites will not be required. The EGLE map, the EPA-sourced maps, the Environmental Radius Report from www.netroline.com and the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS Environmental Map or other County GIS-source maps, including elevation and topographic information related to the property and the EPA and EGLE sites will be consulted for all rehabilitation properties to determine if contaminated, toxic or radioactive hazard exists and their impact on the property. If contaminated, toxic and radioactive materials are located on or near the property and pose a hazard to the occupants then one of two decisions will be made: (1) eliminate the hazard before moving forward with the rehabilitation or (2) not fund the rehabilitation. If the hazard is eliminated, it will be documented in the environmental review record file. Disposal of Hazardous materials such as asbestos will follow NESHAP rules and regulations. The EGLE Environmental Mapper Map, the NEPAssist Map and other EPA-sourced documentation, the Environmental Radius Report from www.netroline.com, and the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS Environmental Map or other County GIS-source maps will be attached to each Tier 2 Site Specific Review.

	A search of a list of above ground storage tanks from the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality and a search of recent aerial photography and other GIS data or a site visit of the property, surrounding properties and neighboring areas within 1 mile from the project site for above ground storage tanks will be conducted. This search will include identifying the contents of the tanks and the volume of the tanks. For each property that has an explosive or flammable hazard located on the property or located within 1 mile to the property , including above ground storage tanks, an Acceptable Separation Distance (ASD) calculation will be completed using the HUD ASD Calculator at the following webpage: https://www.hudexchange.info/environmental-review/asd-calculator/ and the ASD Calculation for the property from the above ground storage tanks that contain explosive and flammable hazards and a Above Ground Storage Tank (AST) Map from the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS website www.washtenaw.org/ahgis or Washtenaw County GIS map that identifies the explosive and flammable hazard(s) within 1 mile to the property and the location of the rehab property and the distance from the rehab property to each above ground storage tank will be attached to the site-specific Tier 2 ERR for the property. The map of above ground storage tank located within a 1 mile radius of the property can be generated from the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS if available. If the property is within the Acceptable Separation Distance from the above ground storage tank(s) that contains the explosive and flammable hazard and there is an increase in residential density on the property due to the rehab work being completed, one of two decisions will be made: (1) eliminate the hazard before moving forward with the rehabilitation or (2) not fund the rehabilitation. If there is no increase in residential density on the property as a result of the rehab work, then the project is exempt from 24 CFR Part 51 Subpart C and the rehab project can move forward, or if the property is located beyond the Acceptable Separation Distance calculation for the property, then the rehab project for the property can move forward as well.

If a FEMA FIRMette is not available for the property, a map from the FEMA Map Services Center will be downloaded and attached to the Tier 2 ERR to document that the FEMA FIRMette is not available for the property. These maps will be consulted for all rehabilitation properties to determine if a flood hazard exists. Properties in a Floodway will not be approved. Properties in a floodplain will not be approved unless it is an urgent need, and the current property owner and all future property owners will be required to carry flood insurance during the life of the rehabilitation loan and/or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. If the project is a grant, then the current property owner and all future property owners will be required to carry flood insurance during the life of the residential structure and/or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. If the project meets or exceeds the determination of being a substantial improvement the project will follow the 8-Step Process according to Executive Order 11988 and/or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. Substantial improvement is defined as any repair, reconstruction, modernization or improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of the structure before the improvement or repair is started or if the structure has been damaged before the damage occurred or any repair, reconstruction, modernization or improvement of a structure that results in an increase of more than 20 percent of dwelling units or peak number of customers and employees. The market value of the property will be based on either multiplying the state equalized value of the property times two and that product will be multiplied by 50 percent which is the method to determine if the project is a substantial improvement. If an incidental portion of the property is located in a floodplain, incidental to the location of the work of the project on the property, which means that the work will not occur in a floodplain, however, a portion of the property is located in the floodplain outside of the location of the work and the project is a substantial improvement, then the 8-step process will apply for the project according to Executive Order 11988 or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. If the project is not a substantial improvement and the property has an incidental portion located in the floodplain incidental to the project work location, then the 8-step process is not required for the project. If the project is located in a floodplain, a Section 404 permit may be required. If required, an application will made to the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE) for a Section 404 permit. Projects that are located in proximity of a National Wild and Scenic River System NRSRS river, including in proximity of a segment of the Nationwide Rivers Inventory and require a Section 404 permit from the Michigan Department of EGLE will not be approved. The FEMA map panel will be identified on Tier 2 reviews of individual properties. A BSA report that shows the State Equalized Value or a comparable value on that report will also be attached to each Tier 2 Site Specific Review as documentation for determining whether the project is a substantial improvement.

	Washtenaw County has a Historic District Commission and has identified historical and architecturally significant buildings throughout the County. Locations have been surveyed, and where appropriate, buildings have been placed on the National Register. Washtenaw County is in the process of developing a Programmatic Agreement (PA) with the Michigan SHPO office to perform Section 106 reviews for CDBG, HOME, ESG, and NSP projects. The PA may be executed during the time period in which Tier 2 Site-Specific Reviews are completed as part of this environmental review record. The Historic District Commission staff will provide technical assistance with regards to reviewing both local historic structures and those on or potentially eligible for the National Register. All rehabilitation properties with exterior work, 50 years old or greater or located in a historic district that is listed on the National Register of Historic Places or located in an historic district that is eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places and historic district with a potential of being eligible for being listed on the National Register of Historic Places as determined by the Michigan SHPO office will be sent to the Michigan SHPO office for Section 106 for review. If a PA is finalized during the period of time in which Tier 2 Site-Specific Reviews are completed for this environmental review record, all rehabilitation properties with exterior work, 50 years old or greater will be sent to Washtenaw County Section 106 staff for review at the point in time in which the PA is approved and executed and going forward, if required by County Section 106 staff based on the scope of work. The County will print a Geographic Information System map of the proposed project with an Area of Potential Effect and complete a Michigan SHPO Housing Rehabilitation Inventory Card and Historic Significance Response Sheet. If the project involves ground disturbance as defined by the PA and the SHPO office, then an Application for Section 106 Review provided by the Michigan SHPO office will be completed and submitted to the Michigan SHPO office as per the executed PA and the SHPO office. If there is ground disturbance on the project as determined by the PA and the When To Consult With Tribes Under Section 106 Checklist The Application for Section 106 Review, then a cover letter signed by the Certifying Officer will be sent to all interested Tribes as determined by the HUD Tribal Directory Assessment Tool TDAT at https://egis.hud.gov/TDAT/ will be sent to each Tribe listed for Washtenaw County on the TDAT tool for their review and consultation for the project. The GIS map can be generated from the Affordable Housing GIS through SHPO Review map module. The GIS map alternatively can also be generated from the Washtenaw County GIS system if the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS system is not available. If a unit is in an historic district and/or the Michigan SHPO office or the Washtenaw County Section 106 staff requests specific work to retain historic character, then the Washtenaw County Office of Community and Economic Development will assess whether or not this project is feasible. If feasible, Community and Economic Development will follow Michigan SHPO Office, requirements of each Tribe providing consultation in the project and their respective specifications or Washtenaw County Section 106 staff specifications for any projects involving historic properties. See attached Michigan SHPO Housing Rehabilitation Inventory Card and Michigan SHPO Historic Significance Response Sheet and Michigan SHPOs Application for Section 106 Review, the When To Consult With Tribes Under Section 106 Checklist and TDAT download of Tribes for Washtenaw County HUD projects attached.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	The post-rehab value of each property will be calculated. The post-rehab value will be calculated by multiplying the current State Equalized Value (SEV) of the property by a factor of two and then adding the total costs of the rehab project or by a recent property appraisal or a similar method based on property value information in the BS&A property record (local parcel information). If the home is a manufactured home and the SEV is not available for the manufactured home, then the value will be determined by using the NADA Guidebook Appraisal Guides for the manufactured home or a recent property appraisal if available. A BS&A Property record with the propertys SEV value or the NADA Guidebooks estimate value for the manufactured home or any other property value documentation will be attached to each site specific Tier 2 review. All manufactured homes without an SEV value available require the completion of a noise assessment in addition to the post-rehab value calculation, regardless of the post-rehab value calculation of the property. For all single-family residential homes, condominiums or properties with SEV values (or something similar), if the total project costs are estimated to be at least 50% of the post-rehab value or more as determined at the time that the initial environmental review record is completed for the project, then a noise assessment will be required and conducted for the property at the time of the initial completion of the site specific Tier 2 review. If there is no SEV available for the property or there is not a recent appraisal available for the property or the current value of the property could not be determined, then a noise assessment will be completed for the property. If the total project costs are less than 50% of the post-rehab value, then a noise assessment will not be required for the property. For the purposes of the environmental review, the total project includes all work that is planned at the time of initial application or later added work to be completed within 1 year of the completed (signed) initial originally signed site-specific Tier 2 environmental review record for the property and uses federal assistance. If a noise assessment is completed, the noise assessment will be conducted by utilizing the HUD DNL Calculator found at the following webpage: https://www.hudexchange.info/environmental-review/dnl-calculator/ or will use another method that follows the requirements of the HUD Noise Guidebook (found here: https://www.hudexchange.info/resource/313/hud-noise-guidebook/ ). Traffic counts from the Michigan Department of Transportation (website: http://www.michigan.gov/mdot/0,4616,7-151-11151-22141--,00.html ) and the Washtenaw Area Transportation Study (http://www.miwats.org/traffic-counts ) and the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments (http://semcog-all.ms2soft.com/tcds/tsearch.asp?loc=Semcog-all&mod= ) will be consulted for all streets and roads with a traffic count within 1,000 feet from the property. Information from Norfolk Southern Railroad, Amtrak, the Ann Arbor Railroad, the Great Lakes Central Railroad, and the CSX Railroad on railroad usage will be consulted for the noise assessments. Railroad usage will be included in the noise assessment for all railroads within 3,000 feet of the property. An Environmental Map generated from the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS or a Washtenaw County GIS system generated map will include a list of all road and streets within 1,000 feet of the property and a list of all railroads within 3,000 feet of the property will be attached to the Environmental Map and included as an attachment to the property-specific Tier 2 Environmental Review Record. See continued narrative for Noise Abatement and Control attached.

	Wetlands Protection

	
	
	The County has a hard copy and GIS map from the U.S. Department of Interior National Wetland Inventory (NWI) which identifies wetland areas. The NWI is found at the following website: https://www.fws.gov/wetlands/Data/Mapper.html . The NWI for Washtenaw County has been uploaded to the Washtenaw County Affordable Housing GIS (AH GIS) system and is a layer in the Water Resources Map that will be created from the Washtenaw County AH GIS system and will be placed as an attachment in the site-specific Tier 2 Environmental Review Record file for each property. The Washtenaw County AH GIS is found at the following website: https://www.washtenaw.org/ahgis . A County GIS source map not created from the AH GIS that includes the NWI layer clearly designated on the map can also be used. Other sources that identify the location of a wetland (including locally identified wetlands) on or near the property may also be consulted. Properties are not expected to be in a wetland since they are pre-existing structures. For rehab projects that includes expanding the footprint of the residential building or other accessory buildings to the residential building on the property into a wetland or involve ground disturbance in a wetland, other alternatives that do not involve expanding the footprint of a residential building or an accessory building into a wetland and/or other alternative that do not involve ground disturbance in a wetland will be pursued. If it is not possible to avoid expanding the footprint of a residential building or an accessory building and/or it is not possible to avoid ground disturbance in a wetland and if the project meets or exceeds the determination of being a substantial improvement then documentation that there are no practicable alternatives by the completion of the 8-step process according to Executive Order (EO) 11990 will be completed for the project and/or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. Substantial improvement is defined as any repair, reconstruction, modernization or improvement of a structure, the cost of which equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of the structure before the improvement or repair is started or if the structure has been damaged before the damage occurred or any repair, reconstruction, modernization or improvement of a structure that results in an increase of more than 20 percent of dwelling units or peak number of customers and employees. The market value of the property will be based on either multiplying the state equalized value of the property times two and that product will be multiplied by 50 percent which is the method to determine if the project is a substantial improvement. If an incidental portion of the property is located in a wetland, incidental to the location of the work of the project on the property, which means that the work will not occur in a wetland, however, a portion of the property is located in the wetland and outside of the location of the work and the project is a substantial improvement, then the 8-step process will apply for the project according to EO 11990 or the project will be assessed on whether or not the project is feasible. If the project is not a substantial improvement and the property has an incidental portion located in the wetland incidental to the project work location, then the 8-step process is not required for the project. If the project is located in a jurisdictional wetland, a Section 404 permit may be required. If required, an application will made to the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE) for a Section 404 permit. Projects that are located in proximity of a National Wild and Scenic River System NRSRS river, including in proximity of a segment of the Nationwide Rivers Inventory and involve expanding the building footprint into a wetland or involve ground disturbance in a wetland and require a Section 404 permit from the Michigan EGLE will not be approved.

	The properties will be occupied by low-income and minority households. The rehabilitation is expected to improve the living conditions for the people living in the units. The projects are not expected to expose low-income or minority populations to adverse environmental conditions. Any properties that will expose low-income persons and minorities to environmental hazards will not be approved. Any adverse environmental impacts will be analyzed for impact to low income/minority communities and addressed if necessary if property is approved. A NEPAssist Map for each property that includes EPA-designated Superfund sites, CERCLIS sites, National Priority List sites, Resource Conservation and Recovery Act sites, and other EPA-designated sites that may contain contamination or toxic substances will be provided as well as the Michigan EGLE Environmental Mapper Map for each property will be provided for each property as well as an Environmental Radius Report generated from the Nationwide Environmental Title Research LLC website at the following address https://www.netronline.com/ and all three documents will be referenced for the Environmental Justice section for each Tier 2 Site Specific Review. Additionally, all Above Ground Storage Tanks that contain explosive and hazardous materials identified within 1 mile of the property and their Acceptable Separation Distances will also be provided for each property and referenced in the Environmental Justice section for each Tier 2 Site Specific Review. Also, either a map that shows the location of the project and its proximity to airports in Washtenaw County or a Clear Zone map for the closest airport with designated Clear Zones by the Michigan Department of Transportation will be referenced in the Environmental Justice section for each Tier 2 Site Specific Review. For any project that requires a noise assessment, the noise assessment will be referenced in the Environmental Justice section of the Tier 2 Site Specific Review.
