	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The project will include citywide lead hazard reduction work which will include some rehabilitation activities on residential properties with no demolition, no footprint expansion and no ground disturbance. Over 493 units will be serviced from 01/02/2020 - 12/31/2024. Rehabilitation activities include: new landscaping throughout an already disturbed area construction of new walkways, applying new exterior siding rebuilding exterior porch replacing porch floor applying new exterior siding complete replacement of roof with new shingles, tiles, roll roofing, membrane, or new metal roof replacement of windows replacement of exterior doors adding storm windows or storm doors installation of new drywall or paneling installation of new acoustical ceiling installation of dropped ceilings installation of new wood floor rebuilding stair or constructing new stair complete or substantial kitchen remodel complete or substantial bathroom remodel installation of new furnace or heat distribution system installation of central air conditioning major rewiring of building installation of new electrical service replacing or moving electrical panels installation of new plumbing system. All activities are can be funded with either CDBG grant dollars or out of the Lead Hazard Reduction or Health Homes Grant. From Cleveland Lead Hazard Reduction Program (LHRD) Abstract: Program Design: The Program will utilize multiple City and community partners to implement lead hazard reduction strategies that are cost effective. The Program will receive EBL referrals from the Department of Public Health and prioritize LHRD assistance based upon the highest blood lead level of the applicants. The Program will receive referrals from the Department of Building and Housing's Rental Inspection Healthy Homes Initiative that will inspect rental properties for peeling paint, deferred maintenance and code violations. The Program will target properties in four census tracks in Glenville where at risk children under the age of 6 reside. The Program will provide educational outreach to at least 8,000 residents and train lead workers and contractors to expand the contractor base. By combining HUD lead hazard reduction funding with leverage funded housing rehabilitation, energy efficiency, and weatherization programs, property maintenance, the LHRD Program will leverage resources to create a greater stock of affordable lead safe homes and a more permanent transformation of deteriorated housing to sustainable, healthy and affordable housing. Program Goals: The Cleveland LHRD Program will: * Complete OLHCHH funded lead hazard control interventions in 493 program units; * Perform 567 free lead risk assessments/lead-based paint inspections to identify lead hazards; * Complete OLHCHH funded Healthy Homes interventions in 120 program units * Screening 1000 children for blood lead levels; * Conduct 125 outreach and education events directly reaching 10,000 City residents; * Provide job training and increased lead contractor capacity by providing free Lead Worker * training and certification to 250 community residents and contractors; * Partner with a community based tool loan program to provide HEPA vacuums for use * throughout the City; * Deliver Post Remediation Kits to property owners to better maintain lead safety over time; * Perform leverage funded rehabilitation interventions in 200 program units. * Perform leverage funded weatherization in 100 program units.

Section 7 consultation screens for habitat destruction and collection of federally listed species. Projects including rehabilitation or demolition of long abandoned buildings should consider adverse effects on the habitat loss of the Indiana Bat and the Northern Long-eared Bat. Projects including the disturbance of beaches should consider the adverse effects on the habitat loss of the Kirtland's Warbler, the Piping Plover and the Red Knot. Projects that do not fit into either category are considered to have no adverse effect in respect to Section 7 consultation. 	The Consultant must generate a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) for each individual project location in order to show whether or not the project is located in a 100 year or 500 year floodplain. Under the Lead Hazard Reduction Grant, projects located in a 100 year or 500 year floodplain are required to purchase flood insurance. Projects not located in a 100 year or 500 year floodplain are exempted from this requirement. To prove the project meets this exemption, the FIRM must show the project is not in a floodplain. In addition, the project may still not require flood insurance if the total project cost is below the minimum deductible for flood insurance or is being used for assisted leasing activities and is not used for repairs, improvements, or acquisition. If this is case, the Consultant must provide appropriate documentation to show the project meets this exemption such as a project summary or a cost estimate. 	There are no military airfields applicable to city projects. There are 3 civilian airfields in the county. Burke Lakefront Airport is located in the downtown area of the City on the shores of Lake Erie. The 65 decibel noise contour is wholly contained within airport property, plus a small area of Lake Erie. Cleveland Hopkins International Airport is located in the City in the southwest portion of the community. The airport is the primary commercial airport in the region. The 65 decibel noise contour is wholly contained within airport property, except for a small area to the southwest of the airport in an uninhabited river valley, and a small area to the northeast of the airport consisting of an airport rental car facility, an industrial park, a public park and a low-rise housing building. The Cuyahoga County Airport is located in Richmond Heights, an east side suburb. While the property does not have a noise contour map, it can be assumed that it would be similar to that of Burke Lakefront Airport. In addition the airfield is 2.22 miles outside the City of Cleveland and is separated by natural noise barriers such as the Euclid Creek Reservation The preparer will conduct an analysis of the location's projected indoor noise level using tools provided by HUD and other government entities. Highway information will be entered into HUD's Day/Night Noise Level Calculator to determine the decibel level at the site specific activity location. A map from the Ohio Department of Transportation's "Transportation Data Management System" website must be generated to show streets within 1,000 feet exceeding 10,000 average daily trips if applicable. A street map must be generated to determine if any highways or roads with 10,000 average daily trips are less than 1,000 feet from the nearest point of the proposed activity if applicable. An additional street map will be generated to determine if an active rail line is less than 3,000 feet from the nearest point of the proposed activity site if applicable. If this is the case rail information will be obtained for that line from the Federal Railroad Administration's GISFRA Safety website, the Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority's website and AMTRAK's company website. Train information will be entered into HUD's Day/Night Noise Level Calculator to determine the decibel level at the site specific activity location. If the adjusted decibel rating is still above 65 decibels, the preparer will describe mitigation solutions outlined in the Federal Highway Administration's (FHWA) online noise mitigation guidelines. If the adjusted decibel level at the activity site is above 75 dB, the project is to be declined unless with approval by the certifying officer.
