	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Newark, Department of Health and Community Wellness (DHCW), Childhood Lead Prevention Program (CLPP) will utilize the Lead Hazard Reduction (LHR) grant for the purpose of remediating lead-based paint and healthy homes hazards in approximately 232 homes throughout the City of Newark, NJ. Priority will be given to properties that house children under six years of age with elevated blood lead levels. Eligible properties will be privately owned single family rental and owner occupied homes built before 1978. Work will be minimal, and limited to lead based paint hazard control and healthy homes hazards. Examples of primary work expected to be completed includes inspection for lead-based paint hazards, lead contaminated dust in the homes, and lead contaminated soil surrounding the property. When lead-based paint hazards are found, they will be remediated by: removing the components where necessary; removing the paint on the component; enclosing the component (e.g. installing vinyl siding); or removing just loose and peeling paint and repainting the component. Lead contaminated soil will be covered (capped) with appropriate landscaping material. In addition, the healthy homes supplemental funds will be used to provide healthy homes hazards assessment and minor work will be performed to address imminent healthy homes related issues in homes with lead paint hazards. The healthy homes supplemental funds will be utilized in 120 homes within the 232 homes where lead based paint hazards control work has been performed. Most work will be limited to the interior of the homes, however if lead based paint hazards are found on the exterior, they will also be addressed. The program will utilize the grant funds during the 42months term to remediate the said number of units for lead-based paint and healthy homes hazards at an average cost of $12,000 and $4,500/per unit, respectively. Government Technical Representative (GTR) approval is required for proceeding on any remediation work that is estimated to be over $20,000 for lead and/or $5,000 for healthy homes per housing unit
