	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The City of Biddeford, Maine will use HUD funding from this grant to launch the Safe Homes for Healthy Families (SHHF) Lead Hazard Reduction program, which will make 135 low- to moderate-income family housing units safe from both lead and other serious environmental health hazards. As one of Maine's original mill towns, Biddeford's downtown area (i.e., census tracts 252.01 and 252.02) features very old housing stock-- 85.4% of it built before 1979. These aging, predominantly multi-unit rental properties are the primary focus of the SHHF, as they account for 5,900 --or nearly 60%--of the City's total residential units. Of these, just over 5,000 are home to approximately 950 children under the age of six, which is the population most vulnerable to lead-based paint poisoning. Since Biddeford has been identified by the Maine Center for Disease Control (CDC) as one of five high-risk areas for childhood lead poisoning, the SHHF program will spend the bulk of its time and resources on the identification of lead-based paint, assessment of its risk to occupants, design of lead hazard controls, and lead abatement and/or interim control work in these family housing units. An additional focus will be conducting Healthy Homes assessments in these units to assure they meet basic environmental health and safety requirements. In fact, of all units that will be made lead safe by the SHHF program, more than half will also undergo Healthy Homes interventions.
