	The County of Peoria dba Peoria City/County Health Department is requesting the release of (Award number ILLHD0426-19) $5,000,000 of Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction (LHR) grant program funds, $600,000 of Healthy Homes Supplemental Funds and $856,928 of Matching funds to be expended over the 42-month grant period of performance beginning January 2, 2020 and ending July 3, 2023, with the possibility of a period of performance extension.Lead Safe Program, for the purpose of testing and mitigating lead-based paint and home health hazards in 380 low income single family and/or multi-unit residential properties with children under the age of 6 located in Peoria County. Program expects to spend approximately $12,000 per unit in lead hazard control costs in 380 units and $2,500 per unit in 240 units undergoing lead hazard control work. Maximum project cost limits may be implemented based on average unit costs. Lead mitigation work to include abatement (window replacement, vinyl siding installation, door/component replacement etc.) interim controls (lead paint stabilization, lead dust cleaning, friction/impact surface treatments) and/or soil remediation (replacement, cultivation, ground covering installation etc.). Healthy Homes work to include pest control, mold remediation, minor roof repairs, smoke/carbon monoxide detector installation, plumbing/electrical/HVAC work, gutter/downspout repair/installation, bathroom vent installation, handrail/guardrail repair/installation, stair repairs, interior/exterior lighting installation etc..
