	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This project will include the construction of five new single-family residences within the cities of Elkhart. The project is a scattered site project on infill lots. Clients will earn between 30%-75% of the Area Median Income for Elkhart County. The homes will be 3 and 4 bedroom homes ranging from 1248-1352 square feet with bedroom sizes of roughly 10ft x 11ft. The homes will be built on a crawlspace, have a zero step entrance, 3'6" hallways, and accessible bathrooms. The Habitat program is unique in the fact that homebuyers are involved in the construction process from the ground up. Each adult is required to put in at least 50 Sweat Equity hours on the construction of his or her own home and a minimum of 50 hours on the homes of others in the program. In addition to these hours, homebuyers are required to take homeownership courses. These courses include financial management and home maintenance. Habitat is in contact with the families on a monthly basis throughout the process to review family budgets and discuss construction concerns or issues. Each home will receive a Home Energy Rating audit with an anticipated HERS rating of less than 60. The homes will be equipped with many Energy Star appliances and Water Sense water fixtures. The exterior of the home will include a patio area, and an off-street parking pad. The homes are built with volunteer labor, Habitat construction personnel, and local subcontractors. The goal of the program is to provide families with quality, sustainable, affordable homes and the skills necessary to be a successful homeowner and maintain their new asset.

If sites are in an area close to Special Flood Hazard Areas, homebuyers will be strongly encouraged to purchase flood insurance since water levels don't always follow mapped out areas.

	Sites will be mapped in relation to toxic release sites in the area. Any sites within 3000 feet will be examined more closely to determine if the site is suitable for habitation utilizing RCRA and TRI records for industries surrounding each site.
