	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Vermont Housing & Conservation Board (VHCB) was awarded $4,000,000 in FY 2019 Lead-Based Paint Hazard Control (LBPHC) funding from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development's (HUD) Office of Lead Hazard Control and Healthy Homes (OLHCHH) to continue the State of Vermont's highly successful, statewide Lead Hazard Reduction Program (Lead Program). The funds will be combined with another $610,000 in matching resources to complete activities to reduce childhood lead poisoning in Vermont. The period of performance for this grant is January 15, 2020 to July 15, 2023 (42 months). The grant funds will be used to control lead paint hazards in at least 185 units of low-income, privately-owned pre-1978 housing; to complete priority interventions in the homes of lead poisoned children; conduct outreach and education to raise awareness of lead paint hazards; and to sponsor lead-safe work practices and other related professional training for construction workers, maintenance personnel, property owners and low income individuals. The VHCB Lead Program is structured to maximize both the number of housing units made safe and the number of children under the age of six who are protected from lead poisoning. It has successfully integrated lead work into rehabilitation of affordable housing throughout the State and provides guidance to a variety of organizations and individuals on safely maintaining older properties. Program activities are conducted with the support and active collaboration of the Vermont Department of Health (VDH), other state agencies, community-based and private sector organizations, including the Vermont Affordable Housing Coalition, homeownership centers and nonprofit housing developers throughout the State. VDH's Healthy Homes & Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (HHLPPP) will coordinate public education and outreach activities, monitor blood lead screening of young children, investigate cases of severe lead poisoning, and maintain a lead-safe housing registry
