	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Red Clay Manor will be new construction and will consist of 61 affordable housing units for residents of ages 60 and older. thee units will be in a one three-story building that will complement the surrounding community's ambiance and charm. The one bedroom units will be between 673-755 square feet and the two bedroom units will be 1,048 square feet. 10 of the units will be available at market rate, 18 will be offered to households at 60% of the AMI, 28 of the units will be offered to households at 50% of the AMI, and 4 units will be offered to households at 20% of the AMI. Some of the units will be reserved for Chester County's Health Choices eligible, mental health consumers and will be subsidized by Section 8 Project Based Vouchers. A total of 8 units will be subsidized by Section 8 Project Based Vouchers. Red Clay Manor will also offer residents a wide variety of amenities, including several community rooms and lounges, so that residents will have space for recreation, group activities, and socializing. The development will conform to Enterprise Green Communities and will achieve Zero Energy Ready Home standards. There are three residential units located on the parcels that will be acquired and demolished. Those residences have agreed to sale and to relocation assistance under HUD regulations. Red Clay Manor will be funded by $560,000.00 from the HOME Investment Partnership Program.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Red Clay Manor will consist of 57 one-bedroom and 3 two-bedroom units in one three-story building that will complement the surrounding community's ambience and charm. The one bedroom units will be between 673-755 square feet and the two bedroom units will be 1,048 square feet. 10 of the units will be available at market rate, 18 will be offered to households at 60% of the AMI, 28 of the units will be offered to households at 50% of the AMI, and 4 units will be offered to households at 20% of the AMI. The latter 4 units will be reserved for Chester County's Health Choices eligible, mental health consumers and will be subsidized by Section 8 Project Based Vouchers. An additional 27 units will also be subsidized by Section 8 Project Based Vouchers. Red Clay Manor will also offer residents a wide variety of amenities, including several community rooms and lounges, so that residents will have space for recreation, group activities, and socializing. The development will conform to Enterprise Green Communities and will achieve Zero Energy Ready Home standards.     Located on the eastern edge of the Borough of Kennett Square with entrances off of both Cope Road and S. Walnut Street, Red Clay Manor will consist of 60 units of affordable senior housing (62+ with health services) and one manager's unit in a veritable haven for senior residents. Within a half-mile from the proposed site is the Kennett Area Senior Center, the Kennett Area YMCA, the Spanish Community Center, Anson 8. Nixon Park, the Bayard Taylor Memorial Library, and numerous restaurants and shops along the Borough's two one-way main streets, State Street and Cypress Street. Further, its location in the Borough provides an important residential infill opportunity in the Borough's R-3 PAO District, where garden apartments are permitted by right. Perhaps most importantly, this particular site is one that is tremendously well suited for a community of this type. Within a half-mile from the proposed site is the Kennett Area Senior Center, the Kennett Area YMCA, the Spanish Community Center, Anson B. Nixon Park, the Bayard Taylor Memorial Library, and numerous restaurants and shops, positioning residents of Red Clay Manor to benefit from all that Kennett Square has to offer and to contribute to the fabric of the borough in a meaningful way.    Red Clay Manor will have a substantial and positive impact on its community. Most importantly, it will address a need that the Borough of Kennett Square and Chester County have routinely recognized: the rising cost of housing. Specifically, Kennett Square's Comprehensive Plan notes as recommendations H-4 and H-5 that the Borough should "maintain a fair share of multi-family housing" and "accommodate new or redeveloped affordable, supportive housing for the elderly." Despite the tremendous growth that Kennett Square has seen, housing prices have continued to rise. And as prices surge, seniors simply cannot afford to age in the communities in which they have resided for many years. Carefully sited affordable housing, like Red Clay Manor, will be pivotal in offsetting this trend.   



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	In the past ten years, Kennett Square has undergone a revolution. An increased demand for walkable residences near population hubs has led to a dramatic uptick in development. Luxury apartments, single family homes, restaurants, offices, and retailers have all flocked to the Borough. It is a town thriving on new energy, but facing the very real risk that, with its gentrification, many seniors will be priced out of the housing market. In 2016, the Census Bureau noted that 18.7% of Kennett Borough's population were aged 60 and older, as compared to 14% in 2010. Yet, despite this growing senior population, access to housing, particularly affordable housing, is becoming scarcer. Nearly half of the Borough's housing units belong to rental households. And, of these, over one third are currently cost burdened. Despite this, there has not been a significant investment in affordable housing. Of the 15 LIHTC communities that have been placed in service in this PMA in the past twenty years, only 5 have been age restricted. Not one of these is within a ten-mile radius of this site.

	The Borough of Kennett Square approved the Final Development Plan for Red Clay Manor on 6/15/2020. The project is in an R-3/PAO zoning district. The Chester County Planning Commission reviewed the plan and the project site is located within the Urban Center Landscape designation of Landscapes3, the 2018 County Comprehensive Plan. The vision for the Urban Center Landscape is historic downtown and established neighborhoods serving as civic, economic, and population centers with traditional town character, accommodating substantial future growth at a medium to high intensity. Transportation infrastructure improvements and amenities supporting a walkable community should be provided and integrated in the public transportation and roadway systems The proposed subdivision and land development are consistent with the objective of the Urban Center Landscape. The Chester County Planning Commission endorses the incorporation of the open space for resident recreation.

	The Chester County Conservation District reviewed the project and found it to adequately address erosion and sediment control meeting the minimum requirements of the Department of Environmental Protection's rules and regulations, Chapter 102, Erosion and Sediment Control, and The Clean Streams law. There are no known geological formations or soil conditions that have the potential to cause pollution during earth disturbance activities. If during construction, un unknown geological formation, soil condition, or unknown soil limitation is discovered the contractor is responsible for immediately contacting the site geo-technical engineer, design engineer, Chester County Conservation District, and Borough engineer for an appropriate solution. This project is designed per the Borough of Kennett Square's Stormwater Management Act 167 Ordinance, adopted April 7, 2014. Post-development stormwater management will be achieved at the site through one subsurface infiltration bed designed for infiltration and to control runoff. Most of the proposed development is controlled by the underground facilities, while minimal areas of the proposed building and lawn will be flow off the site to the southeast uncontrolled. The subsurface infiltration bed has been designed and sized to fully infiltrate the increase in volume, pre-development to post-development for the 2-year storm as required by the PADEP NPDES Phase II regulations.

	The Day/Night Noise calculation performed for the activity resulted in a calculation that was below the acceptable level. The DNL level calculated was 47 decibels which is below the 65 decibel threshold. There is a major airport located within a 15 miles of the projects site but does not have enough flights to be considered a noise generator. There was a large fuel talk located within a mile of the project site; that tank is over the ASD for the project site.

	The FONSI and Noi-RROF Combined Notice will be published in The Daily Local to inform the public of the project and instruct the public they have 15 days to review the Environmental Assessment and provide comment. The FONSI will be sent to the Department of Housing and Urban Development, Philadelphia Office of Community Planning and Development as well as the United Sates Environmental Protection Agency Region 3 (Mid-Atlantic) Office. The Borough of Kennett Square discussed and unanimously approved the project on June 15, 2020. The Borough of Kennett Square Planning Commission discussed and voted to recommend the project plans at their May, 2020 meeting.

	The current site is the second location for this project. Initially, DVDC was awarded a PHFA reservation of credits in 2016 for a proposed senior building in the Borough of Kennett Square. The reservation had to be returned because of environmental issues that could not be remediated within the time frame for PHFA reservation. The current site works out better because Red Clay Manor is 0.2 miles from the senior center.


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	The Borough of Kennett Square occupied housing units are currently 45.7% rental options with the average rent being $1,107. The is 104% of the poverty rate in Chester County and that is just for rent. A "No Action Alternative" would be the loss of 61 units for the an aging population that want to stay in their community but simply will not be able to afford it. The need for this project significantly outweighs a No Action Alternative.

	A Phase I was conducted on behalf of the project in accordance with a PHFA application requirement. The assessment did conclude that there were some adjoining properties that had the potential for groundwater impacts and/or related vapor encroachment conditions. These properties report "No Violations" on ECHO Reports. PHFA requires, a system of perforated pipe will be install below the slab to provide a passive sub-slab depressurization system. This system, which will be vented up to the roof, can address either a radon problem, if discovered, or a vapor encroachment condition. The piping of this system should include access ports for post-construction vapor sampling and should be installed with an electrical hook-up should fans need to be installed on the systems for active venting.
