	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Knoxville Habitat for Humanity (KHH) proposed to construct 35 single family homes on an approximately 11.0 acre parcel located on Strawberry Plains Pike, approximately 0.10 southwest of S. Molly Bright Road, in Knoxville, Knox County, Tennessee. The parcel identification is 073 172. Access to the Proposed Project will be off Strawberry Plains Pike. The Proposed Project is bound on the north by commercial properties, followed by Asheville Highway; on the east by residential homes followed by S. Molly Bright Road; on the south by Strawberry Plains Pike followed by residential properties; and on the west by residential properties and vacant land. The Proposed Property will consist of single story family homes that will be serviced by local utilities, water, sewer and electricity. Appendix A contains all the figures and maps for the Proposed Project.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Knoxville Habitat for Humanity is an independent, non-profit, Christian housing ministry that partners with people of all beliefs. KHH partners with families in Knox County to help build a place  that families can call home. Knox County has a population of approximately 462K, with approximately 14 HUD affordable apartment building complexes but no single family home  subdivisions. The Proposed Project will provide affordable single-family ownership. This project is utilizing the the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Entitlement Program which provides annual grants on a formula basis to entitled cities and counties to develop viable urban communities by providing decent housing and a suitable living environment, and by expanding economic opportunities, principally for low- and moderate-income persons.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The Proposed Project will provide affordable single-family ownership. The construction of the Site building is not expected to affect the nature or character of the surrounding area. The Subject Property consists of approximately 10.93-acres of vacant, unused and forested land in Knoxville, Knox County, Tennessee. The Subject Property is northeast of the city of Knoxville, in a suburban area known as Wooddale. The Subject Property is identified by Assessor's Parcel Number(s): 073 172. On the day of the site reconnaissance, the Subject Property was void of any construction activity. The Subject Property is predominately vacant, unused land with tree cover in the northern 2/3rds portion of the property. The southern end of the property abuts Strawberry Plains Pike and the residential homes on either side (east and west) of the narrow piece of land that provides access to the property along Strawberry Plains Pike. The northern edge of the property abuts commercial properties along Asheville Highway.

During ground clearing activities, erosion and sediment control will be implemented and during construction of new homes. Direct effects on transpiration include temporary construction equipment traveling to and from the Proposed Project, and additional traffic added to Strawberry Plains Pike as new residents take ownership of new homes.The Project fits well with the Knoxville-Knox County General Plan 2033. The Proposed Project will offer a structured community of 35  homes.

	Knoxville Habitat for Humanity (KHH) intends to build 35 single family homes. The buyer will be families that complete Habitat's Homebuyer Education Program. Families will select their future home lot, help with the construction of their home through volunteerism and sweat equity. Once the home is complete, each family will receive down payment assistance for their work on the home and purchase the home. Based on this program KHH analyzed 10 parcels in the Knoxville area. Analysis included acreage, topography, location, and price. The land that was chosen for this program was the land located on Strawberry Plains Pike, and purchased by KHH.
