	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	CDBG funds have been requested for the acquisition of 37 Union Street for the rehabilitation of 59-1 bedroom units. This 68,000 sqft historic brick exterior sits on a one acre lot and was formerly utilized as a jewelry factory. Plans include, but are not limited to site remediation, demolition of adjacent structure, asbestos and lead removal, and the rehabilitation of 50-1 redroom units of which 31 will be set aside for persons of 80% of AMI or less.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	During the development of the City's 5 year consolidated plan, it was determined that one area in which the city demonstrates a significant need is that of the availability of affordable housing. Through the funding of multi-unit rehabilitation/acquisition projects, the City will impose a 15 year affordable housing restriction that will not only allow for the City to make available decent quality housing for persons/ families of 80% of AMI or less, but will ensure that the units remain affordable for a long term. Of the 59 units developed at 37 Union Street, 31 units will be set aside for persons of 80% of AMI or less. 37 Union Street is located in the heart of the downtown with vital services such as the Attleboro Library, Sturdy Memorial Hospital, various social services agencies & public transit within a 1/2 mile radius of the site.
